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PIE CHATRPERSON'S REPORT 1975/76

The year that has passed sinoce our inaugural meeting in 1975 has bean an
extromely important cne for PIE and Paedophiles. We have seen our member—
ghip shoot up from <3 to 171, a saccessful Londom group which meats

regularly has besn forsed , the contact page is now sent out once a month,
and the Newsletter wkich is already greatly improved i1s to be turned into

a magazine. On the campaigning side PIE will o down in the pages of history
as contributing to changing social attitudes to epexuality. 'We have spoken

in support of pasdopbilia to many groups; numerous letters have been

vritten to newapapers and varieus other bodies, and articles have appaarad

in sevearal journals. Hundreds of letters from pasdophiles all over Britain,

and abroad, have been answered.

Among our major acheivements are the followings

The passing of a motion at the Campaign for Homosewusl Bquality's coenference in
Sheffield, August 197%; in which the delegates held that paedophilia wam an
important subject. The result of which was the first positive publicity

ever acheived on the pasdophile issue in a British national daily newspaper

in which the guilt free pnuduphilnﬁ viawpoint was expressed. Positive articles
appeared in the Juardian, the Timea Bduecitional Supplement, Time Out and

Gay News. This achiavment, although slightly marred by an attack by

John Terode a few days later, was magnified by the resulting discussion of the
issues in both CHE and which appeared im the national press as a cosequence of

the motion.

Another conference causing gquite a atir was the 'Saxual Minorities

Workshop' held by MIKD, the National Association of Mental Health, in Septambar
lant year. At that I spoke about my own perscnal experiences as & paedophile.
Not as an adult, tut as a child growing up with an awareness of sexual
feelings and of the social taboos. This awarensss gradually formed from my
enrliest memories of them at 7 and 8 to the extreeme guilt and isolation I
falt when I becams conscious of the unacceptability of first my homosexuanlity
and then my paedophilia at 16 and 23. The candid nature of my speech shooked
gome conference delegates and touched otherm, and the lively and electric
workahop gfoup that followed effected many thers. MIND-QUT the magazine

of the institute ran a précis of my speech and publiashed PIE"a address.

The evidence that we supplied to the Home Office Crimibal Law Revision
Committee in November 1975, propoaing the abolition of 'ages of consent',
and the removal of consensual sexual activity at all sges from the
criminal law, was our most ambitious achievement so far, nd T have basn
told by researchers and people invelved in other pressure groups that it ig
the bast evidence on the 'age of coneent' iasus they have seern to date.
However, despite sending out & well prepured presa relecse together with
the report, te a comprehensive liast of newspupers, radio and television
companies and press sgencies; the media coverage was sparce.

Feaca News, Gay News, Time Out and a little later Ronald Butt in tﬁp
Times carried mentions of the report, and I had unreported interviews
with the Scoteman and the Daily Mirror, but there seemed to be a
delibarate editorial silence. In fact the more I mee printed about
pasdophilia and the more nawspapers who refuse to publish lettera of
reply and journalista refuse even to speak to me on the telephone, the
more I feal that except for a few newapapers and magazinee there is a
policy to write only the nagativs argumenta abpout adults whe are

sexually interested in children.

But despite the low level of prass

coverige of cur PIE report it has affected many people who have read it.
At a meeting of the Gay Rights sub-gcommittee of the NCCL that I
attended, changes were proposed to the draft NOCOL evidence, including an
inserporation of & few of the ideas and & couple of research quotes from
our evidence. Copies of our evidence were sent to the executive of KCCL before
their decision on their policy in this area was reached, and some of the
propesals of the gay rights sub-committee were adopted. The section

on pasdophilia in the report would undoubtedly not have been as positive
had it not been for our lebbying, Our report therefore had some effect
on the NCCL evidence, which because of the sensatiomal press coverage,
bhais done more to Taise the issue of the 'are of consent' than any other
document. As a scource of positive ideas and arguments towards paado—
rhilia cur report will continue to influence ressarchers, presaure

groups and paedopbiles who read it for a long timae,

Preasntly wa ara near to the completion of the first stige in two

other areas of work. We are compliling evidence on the '"treastment' of
paadophiles with anti=1libidinal druge, that is chemical castratieon.

We are particulasrly interesated in those who are or were sex—offenders

and who were treated with drugs such as Androour, Benperidel, Oastrogen, ste.
Howaver, any information om this partioular '"trestment' or any other
maltreatment (including aversion therapy, phyeicd wiglesnce etc) of
paadophiles in or out of prison, is useful. We have started « oampaign
againat thia chemical castration, &nd we attempted to pass & motion

oalling on the NCCL AOM to condemmthe practise on sex—offenders, but

a move to Teafer the motion to the Exscutive Committes of NCCL was
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passad marginally. It is Aimportent therefors that we collect enocugh

evidence to force this committee to use their organisation to
campaign against chemical castration in the coming year.

I spoke for the motion openly as a pasdophile and this and another
pasdophile proposal certainly went a long way to educating NCCL

membars attending the meeting sbout paedophilia.

Duita obtained form the FIE survey bas been collated, and & report
written, which will be published shortly. This contains some
interesting results. FPIE is no longer an exclusively mde bomosexual
pasdophile organization. More andmore msle hetercossxual and

male bisexual paedopbiles are joining. Another interesting fact is
that the majority of our membership alsc Telate sexually to adulte

as well es children. We must realise thut we are a pan—sarual

organisation and may have te work on all sexual liberation issues,

while concentrating on pasdophilia and children's sexuality. In
our survey,to help explain our resultas, it has been postulated

that the definition of sexuality pluys an importamt part in who

is defined or who defines themselwves as pasdophile. An act which
is objectively or subjectively defined by one person as sexual may
not be by another perscn. This definition varies from cul turse

to oulture, sex to sex and from person to person. Females are
treated differently from males and many acts which are regarded

ag being sexual in men are not regarded to be =0 in women. For
instance, two men embTacing is considered more & sexual relationship
than two women embracing which is considered to be more of an
emotional relationship. Thias could effect the definition of & woman
ag a pasdophile, @:d explain why PIE bas such few women members.
Paesdophilia is used to describe a sexual relationship with a child.
Men are @een more in terms of sex than women and therefors would be
more likely to define themselves as such. But this should not ba
used As an axcuse nor the solé resson why we have such few women,
and considering the nature of women's OpIEasionl as woman, we should
accept that a group in which ths vast majority of members area men

is not likely to attract women. FPIE should sas socn as we have enough
women to do it, try to set up @ ssperate group for women. We should
illow them to use seperite ndvertising and cumpaigning if necessary

to attract more womean pasdophiles to Join the fight with us.

As with a group for scme areas of the UK, a group for those male
pusdophiles intereated in little girls is already a viable proposition.

The hysteria im this urticle showed
that even some of those who are Iregarded as serious and liberal
journalists can not even discuss paedophilia rationally.

The ruling, easily the
most contentious of the whole case—the
judge himsell hinted at a later stage thai
it could be a-matter for appeal, in the
event of a conviction-effectively block-

Puring my visit to England last year | had
the apparfunity to discuss the Intest
|1¢'\.'..-|nr|||'.r:r|u in the Netherlands with
same frends. There are a number of more
or less encouraging trends, and 1 was
invited to give a short report aboul them
to the readers of MAGPIE.

As to the medin, the subject of paedo-
philia is certainly “in". Most wesklies,
among them those magazines especinlly
written for women or for parents, carried
during the last two years substantial
information about pjddnp'h:'ii:l, and the
average quality of it was satisfactory,
All of them cautioned against the popular
view of the “child-molester™ s a dirty,
dangerous criminal bent on seducing and
raping poor, struggling children, and said
that had nothing in common with the
reality of paedophilia, This was shown
by imterviews with children having
sexual relationships with adult friends,
by the opinions of consenting parents;
and by talks with ¢hild-lovers, Such con-
versations were also part of o series of
broadcasts. Television brought in October
1978 a full hour's programme on pagda-
philla with, as participants, a protestant
clergyman, a woman who teaches sexual
education in schools, two young men
{one of them married) who had had
relationships with boy lovers when they
were bova, and myself, This programme,
entirely favourable to pacdophilia, was
welcaomed by the whole press, without
exception, from roman-catholic to com-
munist, 1t was repeated in July 1980

THE

Dutch Experience

The attitude of the judicial authorities
has very much changed when compared
to twenty years ago, According to our
law a public prosecutar fs free nof to
prosecute i a criminal case if he thinks
this better serves the nterests of society.
At the most backward court, that of
Leeuwarden in the Morth, only 35% of
the known cases of “indecency with
children™ are left unponished, but in
Alkmaar (North Holland) the ;!-l.ll‘!]:n;
prosecutor is convinced that sexual acti-
vities inspired by love, affection or
tenderness canmot be considersd “in-
decent™, whatever the age of the partners
may be, and so 94% of the known cases
are wor prosecufed, Mearly the same per-
centage is reached in cities like Amster-
dam and Rotterdam. The chief inspector
of the Rotterdam vice squad was, in
1977, one of the speakers al 4 congress
secking Lhe abolltion of all nge limits in
the Penal Code sections on sexual crimes
and offences.

Regarding the judges themselves, In
Amsterdam at least, the children’s court is
quite willing to make us¢ of the special
talents of a well-intentioned boy-lover
when dealing with boys in trouble. When
one of my clients, a 1 5-year old boy who
had committed a serious agiressive crime,
told the magistrate that he saw himsell
a5 a homophile and that he lived with an
sdult male friend, the judge invited the
man{who had served two seniences of
imprisonment for “indecency™ with
hoys) to come to his office, talked with
him for balf an hour and then instructed
the observation center, where the boy
was detained, that this man was ta be
allowed to visit him. In several cases,
young thisves of 14 and older were of-
ficially given into the custody of men,
former sentenced for “indecency™ with
boys under sixteen, or otherwise Known
a5 paedophiles. This, as far a3 1 Know,
with excellent results. In one case, which
1 was able to follow more closaly, the
oy broke his habit of shop-lifting, and
hiz relationship with his family at home,
sz well as his school work, improved
considerably. A love relatiomship can
evidently do g0 much more to help a boy
in evercoming his bad tendencies than the
severe education of & reformaltive school!

Most paedophiles, fortunately, never
appear before the magistrate and when
they do, sentences are lenient. According
to the latest statistics, only in very excep-
tional cases (none in cases of “indecency™
with boys under sixteen, one in forty
in cases of abuse of authority or incest)
Wil 4 prison term of more than one year
imposed, As counsel for the defence I've
often brought to the attention of the
court, that my client had agreed to join
the Pacdophile Action Group, thereby
establishing that he was now more ad-
justed to his own sexual Inclinations, and
hence leds of @ threat, This argument was

always well accepted and favourably im-
pressed the judge, (In the Netherlands

there are only professional judges, no
juries).

Since April last year we have o new
Queen: Beatrix, As princess she was a
member of the National Committee for
the Year of the Child, One of its activities
was the publication of a book about the
present-day situation of children, The
chairman, a roman-catholic politician,
was aghast when he discovered among
the contributions an essay discussing the
sexunl problems of 4 nine-year old boy.
This could not be included in the book,
he decided, as it was absolutely stupid
1o suppose that such young boys could
have any notion of sex_ 1t was here that
Princess Beatrix intervened: “I'm a
maother of three sons,” she declared, “and
so I'm sure that nine year old boys in-
deed have sexual problems. The article
should be included in our book.” It was.

Such facts are encouraging and inspir-
ing. Of course they don’t make the whale
picture, and there are also, unfortunately,
examples of children trnumatized by
police examinations, of ughy remarks by
prosecutors, of m:l.'qi,!.lil;.‘::_l.l'lcn‘. of public
opinion and of prejudiced pronouncement
by so-called experts, The Melai Commit
tes, - appointed by the Government to
prepare a reform of the Penal Code's
wections about sexual crimes and offenses,
publisked in July 1980 itz final report,
dealing with rape and pacdophilia. It
proposes (o0 maintain the present age of
copsent, which is sixteen, but not to
punish any more the person who has
sexual relations with children under that
age, but only the person who takes the
initiative 1o such relations, This means
that the activity would be legal every
time a child took the initiative, A second
age limit iz proposed of twelve years,
when copulation, oral or anal relations,
woutld be illegal irrespective of initiative,

The age of consent for sexual relations
with persons hoving some authority

aver voung people would be lowered
from the present 21 to 16,

Discusstons of these proposals has not
yel started and it is not at all cerfain
whether the Minister of Justice will adopt
them and present them to Parliament
Were such ideas to be incorporated in the
law, I think two conflicting effects could
be expected: Firstly, the difficulties of
establishing and proving who took the
initiative in any sexual activity might
make public prosecutors still more in-
clined to abstain from  prosecution;
secondly, the same difficulties might
induce the police to more severe and
ruthiess guestioning of children, in the
process traumatising them more and
inflicting maore damage.

An Austrulian member has reporied

to ut a very grave breach of profes-
sional ethics by an un-named psycho-
apalyst in thot country. “Bob™, worried
about the threat 10 hi career §f his
paedophilia were discovered, approa-
ched a psychologist for help. After
nine months of “treatment™, during
which the psychologist naturally failed
to effect any change in his patient's
sexual orfentation, “Bob™ decided to dis-
continue the “treatment”. In the course
of his consultations, and under a guaran-
tee of absolute confidentiality, he had
discussed hiz sexvpality in intimate de-
tail, though at no time did he admit
to any criminal offence. On hearing
of his intention 1o withdraw, his psy-
chologist told him that if he did so
there would be nb option but to expose
him ax 3 pasdophile, and hence a “threat™
to the public. He alleged that the protec-
tion of medical confidence was only
good if “treatment™ was completed
This was a simple lie. His threat was
itself a serlous criminal offence, and a
most heinous professional miscanduct
We are !.'I_iLI. to record that, when “Boh™
later  confronted  his  blackmailer om
Just these grounds, the psychologist
backed down, and said that there would
be no “repercussions”, that he had in
fact bluffed “Bob" to bring him io his
senses”, Motwithstanding this favourable
outcome for our member, PIE would
wish to take the matter up most forci-
bly with the psychologist’s professional
body in Australia, There is no telling
when such o scandalouws abuse af priv-
ileged information might be repeated
by such an individual. Understandably
perhaps, though regrettably, our member
declined to give the psvchologist's name
for fear that any investigation might”
rebound upon him. We strenuously urge
members to contact PIE immediately
they become aware of 4 similaroccurence,
Without a doubl, any respectable prof-
essional body would take stern measures
against such a person as this psychologist,
if the matier were only drawn 1o their
attention. In your own interest, never
succumb o moral blackmail such as this,
but in the interest of others, do not per-
mit it to go unpunished either,
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It is of course to be expected that FIE
should be deeply committed tolobbying
for a change in the law relating to sexual
consent because here and now there are
hundreds, perhaps thousands of deécent
loving adults whose decpest and strongest
affection attach themselves to children
rather than (o _nlulr\. who are forced by
the present law to live unfulfilled lives, to
hide their feelings, or to put themselves
severcly &t risk. It is not mere salf interest
gither to want the law changed since
there are children wha Ltepcnd. o &
pacdophile as the only reliable source of
lowe in their lives; there are children who
have found with a paedophile friend some
spacial and valuable relationship which
answers some necd of their particulsr
personalities and these children are as
much at risk from the law as tlhe adults
wha love them, Such relationships can,
and do exist without sexual expression
bt the suspicious inferést of the agents
of law can still be a destructive force. It
alse needs saving that where réal mutual
sexual feeling 15 present in the relation-
ship, denying its expression ¢an be s
problematical as allowing it.

50 there is ample justification in
immediate terms for desiring a change in
the law, But my concern & more strongly
for the Tuture of our society and for
children's lives as o whole, The tla-:l.h:l [.'l]l.||.|.'

issue of the way society sees and responds
to its children, In Holland, the liberal-
wition of the law has hesn part of an
education of the public to at least some
of the realities of children’s sxperience,
and consequently the fog of stereatyped
thinking has been partially lifted. But
that igstill only a tiny chink of light and
piedophile relationships are after all an
psue at the margin of society’s attitude (o
its children.

The self-aware pacdophile must know
something. He must know that his own
nature, If he ik exclosively paedophile or
exclusively homosexoal, has been esta-
hisshed dunng i.nr';lm.:.' l\}' the Inleng-,z. of
the society which surrounds him, It Is
not good enough to declare that it is
sufficient to be 2 good paedophile, to
say that since no average heterosexial
asks why he is heterosexial — then why
should one be interested in why one 1=
paedaphile, The Gay movement makes
much the same declaration. One can see
that for the sake of persuading themselves
and those around them that there is no
reason to be shunned for their sexual
nature, nor to feel guilty about it, that
the statement has its own validity and
purpose, However | do not see how it
can be regarded as the ideal situation to
grow up to be gay. To grow up to be
paedaphile is worse merely because it is
so enormously difficult to lead s fulfl-
led life a5 3 paedophile. We must there-
fors be interested in the processes which
have led to becoming paedophile,

Ihe paedophile was once a child, The
children he loves. it seems to me, aré in
part a representation of the child he once
was. Because the sdults around him — his
mother, his father — failed in providing
his need for love and security he was left
with only himself to trust and (o love,
GCrown up, ke loves children because he
trusts childhood rather than adulthood,
he determines that a child who seeks love
shall not be rejected as he wis, he sces
himself and his own childhood feelings
in the children around him His stary is
aneé Elf ||'IIE mone exireme '\']I’]ilti_lclns Ur‘
the story shared by most of the children
of our society, Children’s growing up is
commonky an experience of insufTickent
love, of rejection, punishment, the
nuriure of traitorous guill These
children grow up to be rigid, authorita-
rian, conformist, or confused, direction-
lesz ond apathetic. They hecome Don
Juans or puritans, aleoholics or rapists,
the list i5 endléss. This is the case in the
western world generally but it is not so
everywhere in the world, therefore the
way we live miuist have causes behind it

We want, the more so because we are
paedophile, 1o see children be happy
healthy free people. We want them o be
loved with no strings attached, not as
possessions but as:individual human
beings, We wanl them to have unfettered
opportunity to enjoy the world around
them. We want them to be confident in
themselves, to learn about the world and
abouit aduli life in natural unregimented
ways acdording to their own noeds and
interests rather than the convenience of
adulits. We want them to be free to ex-
perience and express thelr own sexuality
and that of others as their own needs
direct. They must never learn from adults
to fear or hate their bodies or thedr
emotions. The key to all this is that
:Jul:_« x!luuh!. in the most malure s¢nse
possible, love the children around them,
their own and everyone else’s.

In this ideal world, most of the charac
teristics of society which Mrs Whitehouse
finds so abhorrent would  disappear
{as she would herself, since she i as much
a symptem of the ills of our seclety as
any of her bete noirs). In the same way
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paedophile, gays, ete. would no longer be
identifiable groups, the few peaple wha
still came out that way would find accep-
table and respected roles to play which

suited their particular nature.

Any society left o itself ténds to be
sell-perpetuating.  The children  our
parenis muin become the parents who
ruin another generation. So what can we
do? We can despair. Ot we can try to
show how the habits, standards and
bellefs of aur society resull in effects
that most of us regard: as horrifving, We
can try to make people aware of the
whirlwind they sow in their daily dealings
with their infants and small children. We
can try 1o persusde them (o learn how (o
lave,

Life within the units is
te be conducted ot a brisk pace, In the
event of a disturbance duty staff are to
reitrn the boys to their rooms or, if this
is impractbeable, iselate the troublemik-
ers.,” At T.am every day the boys have to
line up carrving the chamberpots from
their cells for “stopping out™. Said o
Principal Officer of this Dickensian prac-
thce . .

Chairperson for frimediare legal action o
be faken, Entrapment of this kind isa
clear crimiinal affense within the UK. )

Travelling acrobal Robeért Burdett

E.C. APPEAL 1980

In Febroary of last vear an appeal for
assistance in the fundamental work of the
Executive Commities was distributed to
thie r|1r'|:||t||.'r-\.:|l|.r‘ At that time the wery
continuation of PIE lay in the balance,
and not because of police aclion or the
impending prosecution, but because in-
evitable attrition had worn the E.C, down
o a handful of members, and the energies
of those remaining few wers on the point
of exhaustion. The work of maintaining
our organisation 15 such that many
rouline - secretarinl  duties, specific
research tasks, publicity or information-
gathering projects, can be assigned to
members who are either unable or unwill-
ing to attend the regular E.C, metings
which are held every month in London,
and in many cases our membership oul-
side the UK can make a very real con-
tribution to this work. We accordingly
made our appeal, in the belief that the
magority of our members would be will-
ing to make zome aclive cantribution,
however small, o the survival of our
group, and that even those who felt they
could not do so would welcome the op-
portunity to reaffirm their support for
our endeavours: In this sense the appeal
was also a  vote of confidence. The
diagrami opposite shows how you
responded

With the temporary loss of both MAG-
PIE gqnd the Contact Service, due in part
to the state of committes, many members
had already abandoned PIE as defonct,
and at the time of the appeal our paisl-
up membership had dwindled to 150.
Worsestill, from that 1 50« fell fweo-rhirds
did mot trouble to return the appeal slip
and endorse the efforis of the E.C, The
majority of those who did so0, and who
offered some assistance (22 members)
were living abroad, mostly in the U5
Only nine UK members felt able to con-
tribute any waork at all, and just three to
attend EC meetings. Even from these
nine, two members soon had: second
thoughts, took fright, and resigned from
the organisation altogether before we
could follow up their offers,

This response { particularly 66% of the
membership not replving at all) was o
poor that we have been unable to organise
work for those members abroad wha did
offer their help, Maturally, we were very
grateful to all who replied, and the ex-
pressions of support we received were
very reassuring. A full year has now
elapsed, and with the help of a few fresh
recrits the E.C. has succeeded in getting
some of our projects off the ground once
more = the sticker campaign, the infor-
mation sheets, this edition of M AGPIE,
But we cannot stress strongly enough that
this work, and especially this magazine,
can only be sustained by the unrelenting
efforts of volunteers from the member-
ship.

IF we had more people willing to
come forward with not smply ideas; but
time, skills and encrgy to channel into the
organisation, there would be many
compartively ambitious schemes and ser-
vices, shelved by commitiee in the past,
which might be put into operation.
In most cases these services would be of
immedtiate practical benefit 1o PIEs
members, such as a revival of loscal group
mestings ( we have a significant ¢on-
centration of members in California For
example), organdsed package holidays
ahroad, film evenings, a legal aid pro-
gramme, But there are other activities,
equally important within the aims st oul
in our constitution, which have also been
neglected for want of human resournces
a PIE public education film (o supple-
ment our shortage of speakers, a leaflet
campaign 1o counter the growing police
propaganda on the “dangers” of “laiking
1k -‘-|-"'-"|'-lg'."““- A prison '.i.-.1l:|ng scheme,
oEc,

On a more modest scale, theére are
many practical ways in which members
can @ssist committee that do not entail an
ability to co-ordinate a complex
operation of a close invalyement with
commitiee policymaking we need a
fast, efficient photocopying service, com-
petant translators; peoplé 10 promote
MAGPIE arcund local bookshops, and
mitch besides, Even 8 few extra hands to
put MAGPIEs in envelopes would not go
amiss, A detalled PARTICIPATION
GUIDE iz being. prepared which will
explain more (ully just how you can
contribute some work to PIE. Coples
of this will automatically be sent to
those of you who came forward in
response to our appeal, but other mem-
bers can ohtain a copy (at no obligation)
by sending a stamped addressed envelope
marked “PARTICIPATION GUIDE™ to
PIE.

Wwithaut the conpvenience of an Annual
General Meeting, at which we would
ordinarily hold elections to replénish the
E.C., we rely entirley on volunteers o
come forward and fill the vacanties which
imevitably arise, At the time of going to
press colnmitiee has a stréngth of ten
members, but just six months hence 1t
could easily be half that number.. Every
person on the PIE E.C. has scrificed
much of his spare time and energies to
sustaining the arganisation, yet none of
us i willing to make that sacrifice in-
definitely, We do not expect that many
among you will be prepared {0 make this
degree of commitment, but if there are
none at gl then our fulure 35 4 group s
no more gssured than it was at this time
1 year ago, It would be futile of us to
keep re-ierating this postion to you.
The writing on the wall is clear enough.

Lesbian feminist Pat Califia. Extracts from an article in the U.S. gay

magarine, The Advocate, with an introduction by Maogpie,

Pat Califia’s, which appeared in The
Advacare of 30 October, 1980, addres-
se8 itsell both to the gay movement and
to women, Referring to an economic
situation in the United States with which
we are painfully familiar here — increas-
ing unemployment, falling standards of
living — she suggests that gays can easily
be used as scapegoats. Being aware of
this, the gay movement itself, she savs,
is inclined to jettison the mare contro-
versial planks in itz platform. She cites
the words of one Steve Endean, a gay
activist who opined that *“Our movement
cannof survive the man-boy issue. It's
mot 8 question of who's right, it's a
matter of political naivete.”

Ms Califia takes up the challenge

“Wha's being naive is debatable, First
of nll, nobody is fooled when we
proclaim that the gay movemeént has
nothing to do with kids and their sexua-
lity. Leshians and goy men don't magic-
ally apring into existence at some arhit-
rary age of conzent. Many of uz know
from the time that we are small children
that we are attracted to members of our
own sex. Many of us — both women and
men had our first homosexual
gxperience with partners who were older
than ourselves

“Endean and others who argue for a
politics of expediency are dead wrong.
Gay rightsis o question of right and
wrong. Our strength comes from a con-
viction that we are combatting injustice,
Cur enemies espouse simple-minded
pbedience 1o outmoded, inhumane super-
stitions, They are not moral, they are
moralistic, But our movement is profoun-
dly moral, It stands for the ethics of self-
determination, for human happiness, and
against the tyranny of conformity. By
shandoning boy-lovers to the police and
gay kids to their homophobic families,
we may hasten the day when adult
lesbians and gay men have foll civil righis,
bt will we ever he able to forgive
ourselves? Can we honestly say we have
freedom if gay minors do not? Our
movement cannot survive the loss of its
conscience,

The US Mational Organisation for
Women, in iis definiton of lesbian
rights, was at pains to condemn the
rights of nearly everyone else. Among
the faswes which it felf were contamina-
ting discussion of the rights of gay
{adult only) females, wai perhaps
susprisingly “pederasty™, of which
N.OW. had this fosay: "Pederasty i
an issue of exploitation or violence,
not affectional/sexual preferenceforie-
ntation, N.OW, does not support,
pederasty, since 1o do so wold
violate the feminist principles upon
which this organiation was founded™

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"When the police set upa hotline to lake
anonymous tips that would lead to
further arrests, this leshain legislator
pctually urged the gay community of

{0 course, there are those who claim
that we must disassociale ourselves
from paedophiles s o matter of principle.
They agree with the stars of the Lnéat
Kiddly Porn Panic that it s wrong for
adults and young peaple to have sex with
each other. It is somerimes hard 1o tell
the right-wing position on thig issue from
the postion that many prominent lesbian
feminists have promulgated. For instance,
there's Elaine Noble’s response to the
1977 Bevere arresis.

“Gross personal abuse and affrontery

of innocent chlildren 13 a su..'rj!lcp: of

the highest order. Adults involved in
the corruption of unprotected Impres-
stonable children by drugs, aleohaol and
sex must be immediately halted and
reprimanded. We will not tolerate nor
in any way condone through lack of
aggressive action the perpetuation of
such deviant, defiant behaviour,”

“Morgan acknowledges that childreén are
sexual, but states that ‘the osdy way that
sexuality has a chance of flowering in any
non=-damaging, :‘Inwﬂ:-frdn‘. r:latjanﬁhjp is
with another child.” If there is a diff-
erence of more than three or four years
between the children or il one partner is
bigger and stronger than the other,
Morgan questions the consensuality of
their relationship.

promiscuity ) which she attributes to “the
bonding of women, straight or gay’ which
opposges ‘the bonding of men,’ She goes
5o far 28 to state thot “the issue of child-
love 15 almost zilch among leshians.”
Her theory is that women don't éroticize
children because they raise them. Specifi-
cally, she mentions the process of
changing & diaper and dealing with baby
shit as an experience that prevenis wo-
men from being sexually turned on 1o
children’s asses. She suggests that if more
men did childeare, fewer of them would
find children sexy. This interview in-
cludes an interesting statement: °. . there
comes a point when you realise that
sexuality and emotions are involved with
one another, and to break the one off
from the other &8 1o do something
horrible divisive to Your own peyche and
spirit, let alone to the other person.’

“The core of Morgan's argument is
her charactedsation of boy-ove as 'a
cuphemism for rape’, Feminist ..!I'lti.-r.lpl.'
activists have worked long and hard to
educate the public about the difference
between consensual intercourse and rape.
Many, if not most, people blur thess two
categories, and believe that every sexual
act involves a degree of force which a
woman invites and enjoys. Thus, there is
no such thing as rape, Just a more or
less forceful attitude on the part of the
male partner. This view of gex 8 based
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puritans

on the essumption that women don't
enjoy sex, don't initiate it, and never give
clear consent to engige in i, Thus,
women must be taught to initiate sex
and explicitly indicate their inferest or
lack of interest in it. The onus of guess-
ing when *no' means ‘mayhe’ must be
taken from men's shoulders. Peoaple
also need the Kind of sex education that
makes mutually pleasurable sex possible.
Morgan's specious redefinition of rape
could undo vears of labonous public
education. There is a clear difference
between o consensuzl sex act which fakes
place between two people of different
zocial statur and a sexuval assault {which
cna ensily take place between people of
equal gocial status). Her concept of rape
implies that all kinds of relationships are
inherently nonconsensual — sex between
men and women, between people of dif-
ferent racial or ethnic backgrounds, be-
tween people of different socioeconomic
levels, between ahlebodied and physically
challenged people, and even bhetween
parinérs who daffer gt:nﬂ}' in size and
strength. It harks back to the days when
everyone believed that homosexuals
forcibly seduced impressionable victims
into o life of vice and misery. It seemed
obvious then that nobody would freely
choose & lesbian or male homosexual
lover.

H*Ohur society [ made up of class Y5~
tems and runs on arbitarily assigned pri-
vilege. Loving relationships are one way
1o cross barriers, forge allizsnce and pedis-
tribute power, Granted, they are no sub-
stitute for full-scale social change. But we
cannot forgo all intimacy until these
inequities gre abolished. There is nothing
wrong with a more privileged adult
offering a young persan money, privacy,
freedom of movement, new ideas and
sexual pleasure,

"Morgan’s assumption that adults have
more power than young people is not an
adequate dﬁcdp!u}n of the social con-
ditions that surrcund & cross-gensrational
relationship. Any minor has the potential
power to send an adult partner to jail for
half of her or his life, It is condescending
to assume that young people are so daz-
tled by the power of adults that they can-
not tell the difference between being
maolested and being in love or being
harny. Any child old enowgh to decide
whether or not she or he wants (o eal
spinach, play with trucks or wear shoes
s old enough to decide whether or mot
she or he wants to run around naked in
the sun, musturbate, sit in somebody’s
lap or engage in gexual activity. We
should be working to end the artifical
state of sexual ignorance that children are
Kept in — not perpetuating or L!l.*fcndinu
it

"Morgan’s confention that there is a
natural female/male split on this issue is
guestionable, It seems to be based on an
acceptance of traditionsl sex roles. To
begin with, all women are not mothers.
Same of us find the fotion of pregnincy
and child-rearing repugnant. It is possible
that more sexual activily occurs between
mothers and other women and children
than between men and children, Women
have more Gccess o kids and there nre
fewer tuboos on women handling young
people’s bodies. Granted, given feminine
conditioning, the women who have srotic
contact with young people probahbly
don't think of it as sex, but this iz hypo-
cnisy, not liberition. . .

“Why 15 there no dizcussion of the
frustrating and tragic situation of young
girls who know they are leshians in grade
school, junior high or high school? As

Beth Kelly has pointed out in her auto-
biographical article “Speaking out on wo-
menfgirl love’, relationships between
yvoung girls and women do exist. Why are
leshians willing to cooperate with the
patriarchal conspiracy to silence the
truth about the intensity and diversity of
female sexuality? This attempt to define
paedophilia a5 a male ksue simply alien-
ales and estranges women whose lesbian
experience include cross-generational con-
tact, It is one more brick in the Grent
Wall of Feminlst Propriety that separates
the ladvlike leshians [rom the female
sex perverts. This new category of sexual
deviants, created by reactionary feminists,

includes women who do 5/M, women
who cross-dress, butches and femmes,
women who Afe Promiscious, women
who use pornography, transsexual
women, women who work in the sex
industry, women who have fetiches, girl-
lowers, bigexual women, and just about
anybody who has o clearly defined sexual
preference and spends time trying to fol-
fill it.

“The anti-porn movement's position
on boy-love doesn’t differ that much
from the otheér arguments cited above.
It's just more extreme. Women Against
Violence in Pornography and the Medi
[WAYEM) sees erotic activity between
adults and young people as a part of the
backlash against feminism. According to
their analysis, a5 women become more
powerful, men become 0 intimidated
that they turn to helpless little girls and

pictures of helpless litile girls. Thus by
definition, every paedophile s anti
femninist.

“This nrgument is tautological, Boy-
lowe is bad because it is anti-feminist.
How do we know David Thorstad iz ante-
feminist? Because he is o boy-lover!
Mever mind that Thorstad hus worked
for many years to support the gouls of
the women's movement (and made him-
self unpopular with many gay men in the
process). His political identity is being
defined by his sexual identity. This is
like saying that all homosexuals are god-
lest communists or that all sadomaso-
chists are secrel fascists, There is no one-
to-one correlation between an individual's
sex life and his or her political views,

“WAVPM's theory does not explain
why an adult man would prefer boys
{who have more soclal and physical
power than girls) if he is motivated
amply by 4 fear of powerlul pariners. It
also does not explain why women have
sexual relationships with girls, Yet this
theory, which might explain heterosexual
paedophilia, is being used to attack gay

Sexual oppression takes many forms
those of us who look enviously to the
relutive acceptance of boy-love in North
Africa should not blind ourselves to the
cruel sexual mutilation of girls in much
of that continent and the middle cast
ern couniries.,

It s conservatively estimated that
around 30 million girld and women,
in order b0 safeguard their chastity,
have been “circumeised”, often at the
age of six or seven

The word itself, “circumgcision”, be-
tiex the drastic nature of the act. Unlike
the circumcision of males, which involves
only the removal of a amall quantity
of skin, the operation on females implies
cutting away sexually sensate fissue
rather like cutting into the glans penis
itself,

There are differsnt degrees ol sev
erity. “CHiordectomy” congists of the
remaval of the tip of the clitoris. “Ex-
cision” involves removal of the entire
clitoris, and s sometimes sccampaniad
by paring of the minor Hps

Most drastic of all is “infibulation",
All the outside genitalia are cut away
The clitoris and minor lips are removed
T'he fleshy parts of the major lips are
then pared down, leaving enough skin
for them to be sewn fogerher. In this
way the genital opening is entirely
closed, except for a small channel to
let out urine and menstrual blood,

Adverse results of infibulation in-
clude condemning women to a lifetime
of debilitating infections, painful inter-
course, difficult childbirth and even to
their death and the death of their off-
SPTing

= AN OPEN AND SHUT CASE

Infibulation is nonetheless on the
increase in rural areas, the only ¢on-
cession o modern Limes being im the
use of anaesthetics and in the use of
gut to clase the vidva, instead of acacia
thoms or binding the legs together.

The principal rationale for infib-
ulation is to preserve a girl’s virginity:
theére is even a saying in the Sudan that
a woman is like a water-melon, because
“there is no way in™. Consequently,
when o gl marmies, enlargement of
the orifice has to be made by the hus-
band, or |1'!.' o midwife,

It is also suggested that infibulation
increases 3 man's satisfaction by narrow-
ing the vaginal orifice. It has even been
said that the prevalence of homosexuality
in Somalia contributes bo attempts
to give the sexual aperture a form sim-
itar to the anal opening. Women, too,
sometimes cluim that thelr intercourse
is made more enjovable, rather than
mare painful.

There can be no doubt, however,
that the practice l2 a gross violation
of the rights of female children, den-
ving them, as it does, 8 proper oppor-
unity for their own sexoal satisfaction,
and causing, as it does, 30 many major
health hazards,

The practice has in fact been con-
demned by the World Health Organisa-
tion, PIE members can exert their own
pressure by making sure that any char-
ities they support, which work in the
Third World, know their own views
on the subject.

“"BOYS CAN BE FATHERS TOO!. . .
but #rill ot consent”

Legal history was made in Decembar,
when a }'i'mlh of 16 was ordered 1o pay
maintenance of 5p a week for a child he
fathered at the age of 13. The mother’s
age at the time of conception was 15, and
they had been having sex together several
times a week for over a year, of 50 the
girl alleged. The youth, of Hartlepool
Cleveland, denied to magistrates that
there had been o sexual relationship
between them, he had visited the girl's
home frequently only to play cards. . .
with her brother.
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Disturbing reports have been reaching
PIE from a number of sources which
suggest that the climate of tolerance
toward Western pacdophiles, long cele-
brated in the Far East, notably Sri Lanka
and the Philippines, Is beginning to
change for the worse, These reports are
born out by the latest edithon of the
“Paedophile Portfolic™ published by
Spartacus of Amsterdam. Are we simply
seeing the gradual encroachment of
Western: “‘morality”™ into the tourist
cenires of the Third World — an ideolo
gical pollution? Or are European and
American -paedophiles themselves. (o
blame for openly flaunting the author-
ities? Indeed, has this steady tide of boy-
hungry tourists to the Far East been no-
thing better than the callous exploita-
tion of economically=deprived peoplies?
Next issue we shall examine this question
in depth. As 3 primer to that discussion,
we reprint hére an account of a visit o
the Philippines several years ago by Tom
Faret of the Norwegian paedophile group
MNAFP. Faret and a fellow NAFP member
put to the test one of the tours listed in
the Spartacus gulde, which PIEs EC of
that time had felt 1o be “at best superfi-
cial and at worst insccurate™, As regards
the Philippines however, in Farets own
words “we were not disappeinted, We
had an experience of a lifetime®,

“The Philippines is an island state
which lisz south-east of Thailand, quite
near Indonesia, The Filippino's are
extremely friendly and helpful to
tourists. Almost all of them speak 4
useful english, since all tuition in the
schools is in Enghish after the 3rd year

We had no problems at all with regard to
plekpockets and the like, but of course
one must be careful here as in all other
places where a large part of the popula-
tion live in poverty and in extremely bad
housing conditions. The present govermn:-
ment of the Philippines i & dictatorship,
under President Marcos. Generally speak-
ing however, it appears that the Filip-
pinos are satsified with the political situ-
ation in their country: el those with
whom we came in confact agreed that
conditions had improved for o large
proportion of the population in thi
course of the last few years,

“Even so, conditions in the slum dis-
tricts made a deep impression on us. Birth
control instruction is now given in the
schoals, but it js still vsual for there to
be 8 - 10 children In a family, Con-
sequently, it is commaon for several child-
ren to sleep in the same bed, and it 8
perhaps because of this that the Filip-
pinos have & completely different and
more npatural outlook on physical contact
than we are used to. All this, of courss,
coniributes to the fagt that prostitution
is pretty widespread. Every hotel bay and
taxi driver do their best to offer their
sehicks™ to tourists; Even the poshest
hotel have their “massage ladies™ — it's
fust that the price i higher the posher
you live, Call boys right down to 12 years
of age offer their girl friends or them:
selves quite openly to tourists in Manilla,

“For those not interested in commer-
cial sex we would recommend o trp (o
one of the smaller towns in the Fhilip-
pines where there are fewer tourists.
Here it Is easier to come into contact with
the local populstion, and we found it
quite easy to build a really fHendly
relationship in a very short time. We went
tio g town called Bacolod on the island of
Migros and stayed there for eight days.
In this comparatively short time we
became known to a lurge number of
pecple of all ages and both sexes, The
stapdard of the hotels i= good and the
prices are very low. We often invited 4
large number of our friends to dinner at
g good restaurant; everyone ate and drank
as much as they wanted to, and the bill
wis seldom more than 50 Kr. (£5.00).
A single room at our hotel was ahout the
game price, That we had many guests in
our Toom caused no eye-brow raising.
We were invited to the homes of the boys
we knew best and met their parentsand
family. Apparently, the parenis thought
it was 3 great honour that their sons had
hecome so well-known 1o us. They told
us how clever junior was at giving ' mass-
ages”

“Thig is exceptional treatment {0 one
whao ig used to our cold and unfdendly
world in the porth, and it took several
davs for it to sink in that we were in
fact accepted and that our lifestyle was
not regarded as something unusual, In the
Philippines there are no discriminatory
lawz on homosexuality, nor is there a
minimum age for sex. We got the impres-
sion that sex play is common between
boys. Parents see this as something quite
natural and healthy: and neither do they
have any misgivings or ohjection about
sex nnd love between grown men and
boys.

“The two of us who went on this
tour are most interested in boys, 5o we
have no personal experience about the
sexual life of gj':rl.-\. in the Philippines.
Since there are comparatively -strong
reactions to pre-marital sax-girls seem fo
have many more restrictions on their
sex Hves than boys. The Filippinos are
Catholics, although they rarely practise
the kind of servility of women that one
finds, for example, in the Mohammedan
couniries, It is completely accepted that
hoys turn to prostitute girks if they wish
to have heterosexual contact befare or
outside marriage, but gifls who become
prostitutes are looked down upon, The
majority of boys we came in contuct with
wished to have good relations with a
girl. but almost none of them had had
hetercsexial experience, even the 16-18
year old age group.””

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Scant attention is given to the dichotomy
between boys and girls as potential free
partners to o pasdophile relationship.
There is some weight to the feminist
contention that young girls are actively
conditloned to acquiésce to male ad-
vances, and that this learned passivity
raisas 4 question of “assent or consent’
with girls, which does not arise so clearly
with boys. The booklet does, however,
contain among other *‘case histories",
an article by a young lesbian who as a
child was frustrated in her degire for a
relationship with an older woman — a
most tare perspective to be glimpsed

It the strength of the booklet lies
in its definition of pasdophilia as a fund-
amentsl question of children’s rights, it
is weaker and more emotive when des-
cribing the abuses which pacdophites
suffer, for instance at the hands of the
medical and psychiatric professions.

But we also have to put priorities and
for us they are domestic, especially be-
cause the struggle for the modification
of the penal code concemning public
monlity has reached a critical phase
here. And to be honest we do not see
how the foreign paedophile groups could
support us in this struggle at the mo-
ment. In our opinion the L.G.A. is doing a
good job, also when pasdophilia and child
sexuality re concerned. We think it would
be wiser not to isolite international co-
operation between paedophile groups
from the KA, but to incorporate them
into a broader association of the IGA.
Wheraver possible we will contribute to
intemational supporting actions started
by this asociation. We are in contact
with the NVIH COC (Dutch Union for
Gay Integration) which is at present
involved in paedophilia as well.

Until 1978 Californie had an indets
erminate sentencing law, which meant
that you could serve as little as one year,
or as much-gs life, if the parole board
and the psychiatrizts deemed it approp
rate. Sinee then, California has adopted
i determinate sentencing law, where
courts follow certain criterin for each
offence, ond impose o fixed sentence.

Az a former secretary of the “*Lewis
Carroll Society™, Anne Clark seems
better qualified than most (o write o
careful ‘and informéd account of the
life of Charles Dhodgson, the man now
known to the world as Lewis Carroll
In one way, “Lewis Carroll: A Bio-
graphy ", does mot disappaint, being
a meticulously-researched, fascinating and
highly readable piece of work, In other
ways, it is far less satiefying.

Since Lewis Carroll’s death more
than eighty vears ago, there have been
surprisingly few full-length biographies
of him, Much, however, has bean writ-
ten of his interest in little ghls, and more
still about the unorthodox sexuality
Iving just below the surface of the two
“dlice " books, | find it tomewhat curious,
therefore, that Ms. Clark, normally so
frank and penetrating tn her examination
of Carroll's life, should feel the need 10
overlook the possibility of his sexual at-
traction to small children. Her unwilling-
ness to confront this matter is not onky
irritating, but threatens to undenmind
the soundness of the whole book.

The reader may wish Lo know, for
instance, why Carroll decided not to
proceed to full orders in the Anglican
Chiorch. Ms. Qlark’s suggestion ls-that he
felt himself unsuited to the duties of
the office. A zecond explanation, one
supported by several of the more intimate

entries in his diary, is that he was ob-
sessed with sin and guilt, and couldn’t
face the searching seli-examination re-
quired of him by his Anglican upbring-
g, The reader may be puzzled, too, as
to why, in 1380, Carroll suddenly gave
up photographing nude girls. Ms. Clark
proposes that he wished to devole more
time to his literary projects. Maybe,
but why are we told o little of the
witpging tongues at Oxford, and nothing
at all about the scandal that developed
in July of that vear?

Mor are wa given & convincing ex-
plantion of events in the summer of
1863 when Mrs. Liddell, mother of
I'l-year-old Alice, became =uspicious of
Lewis Carroll's attentions to her daugh-

ter. This, the biggest mystery of them all,

is quite inndeguately handlad. Indeed.
Ms. Clark even adds to the mystery when
she reveals that Carroll considerad it
wize to desiroy one of the pages from
his diary, the page dealing with the cir-
cumstances of that fateful afternoon
when he accompanied the Liddell child-
reit, alone, on @ tea party to Nuneham.
Ms. Clark is full of quaint and sober
ideas—Carroll was “romantically attach-
ed” 1o Alice; perhaps he wished "t
perpetuate her childish affection in
marriage”—but this seems handly good
enough, and one feels rightly cheated at
the end of it all

The tone and content
of this edition were determined long
before the March re-trial began, and
certain items may now seem inappro-
priate, or even obsolete. There is no
mention within of the final verdict,
or the judge’s extraordinary remarks
in summing up: no mention either of the
general press coverage which the trial
received, or the subsequent scandal sur-
rounding Sir Peter Hayman’s member-
ship, and no mention of the arrest of
Tom and co-defendant Michael Dagnall,
a week before the retrial began, and their
being charged with yet another “con-
spiracy"—this time “Conspiracy to com-
mit an act of gross indecency™; or the
News of the World’s cowardly follow-up
to the trial-a malicious barrage of lies

directed against another EC member.
Attempting to cover these events ade-
quately here would be like a solitary
street-cleaner following a stampede of
elephants with dysentery.

BOY-LOVERS CRASH "“CONFER-
ENCE" AIMED AT MAN-BOY SEX

On March 12 NAMBLA members
picketted 3 gueer-bashing, pseudo-scien-
tific orgy at Boston University calling
itself @ “Conference on Child Victimi-
sathon: Pormography, Prostitution and
Sex-rings’’, Organised by a nurse, Ann
Burpess, who recently received 50,000
dollars from the US government to “re.
habititate” children photographed by
paedophiles, its major speaker was
Det, Lloyd Martin of the Los Angeles
Police Dept., whose interrogation tech-
niques include hanging children as young
gs 10 by their ankles over cliffs. Martin
prxses as a leader in the “Child Protec-
tion”" movement. One third of the con-
ference members were from law-enforce-
ment agencies—many of them armed.

NAMBLA members disiributed two
papers. which addressed the issues of
pornography, child and adolescent sexu-
ality, and the unscientific methods of
those featured at the “‘conference””, One
MNAMBLA member was threatened by
police and FBl agenis when he distri-
buted aleaflet. The leaflet, which showed
two photos, one of a boy murdéred by
the Mexican army with US-made weapons,
and the other of a boy enjoving sex with
his  adult lover, posed the guestion,
“What is Child Pornography?™",

Addressing the mecting, Tom Reeves
of NAMBLA described Det. Martin's
speech as “sensationalism of the worst
sort, It certainly has no place on a univer-
sity campus.'”

NAMBLA demanded the immediate
sacking of Martin and Burgess, and called
for an investigation into Burgess® use of
government funds in her anti-paedophile
crusade,

NEW YORK POLICE TRY TO
LAUNCH WITCHHUNT-MEDIA
DISTORT FACTS IN SEX CASE.

Four men, including. two MAMBLA
members, were arrested on July 11 and
charged with offénses against  boys.
After charges were laid, Nassau County
District  Attomey’s office sought to
sensationalise  the arrests by  falsely
alleging that the boys were brought to
one of the member's homes “under the
auspices™ of NAMBLA for “immoral
purposes”, This lie was broadcast re-
peatedly on July 13 by a local radio
station, WINS Radio, On July 14 the
New York Post ran an sccount under
the incendiary headline, “Man-Boy Sex
Ring Smashed”, implying that NAMELA
i the “sex ring”. This too is false, NAM-
BLA has never transported any man or
boy anywhere. for “immoral purposes™,
The purpose behind these faneiful charges
seoms to be to mflame public opinion
and launch a witchhunt against NAMBLA,

Paradise Lost?

olu:i' upon a time there was a res-
plendent isle with coconut trees fringing
the sandy beaches washed by tropical
waters—the jewel of the Indian Ocean: we
called it Ceylon. It wias a poor country
but the people were generally happy, and
smiling faces abounded. The predominant
religion was Buddhism, a gentle religion
which advocated tolerance and under-
standing. Minority religions (Hinduism,
Catholicism and Islam) were accepted by
the Buddhists and integrated into the
society. Ceylon (later to be known by its
Sinhaless name, 5ri Lanka, upon the
direction of Prime Minister Mrs. Bandara-

not uncemmeon, but it was discreet and
accepted, tolerated or simply ignored. In
any case, nobody sppears to have suffer-
ed in any way. Cevion was also well
known amongst a clique of European boy
lovers, notably the English, a5 a plece
where loving and relatively open relation-
ships- with boys could develop in an at-
mosphere of Ireedom, happingss and se-
sual harmaony.

| have experierced some of that happi-
ness and freedom in the arms of affec-
tiomite, love-humgry  boys, and of the
frenzied sexinal passion that most all boys
through puberty possess; uninhibited and
muilt-free. To me, after a bovhood and
early adulthood of repression in the west,
this was indeed a paradize. To be-sure, it
didn’t have all the material goodies of
the wesi, but the importance of such
wealth paled in the presence of the
wealth of human wermth and happiness
shared between me and my young cone
panions, Sex games with the younger
bovs and maore serions love-making with
the yvoung adolescents were all part and
parcel of our total relationship. We res-
pected each other and there was no hate
or jealousy between us, being fully aware
that our relationships, by their very na-
ture, were omly transitory. With one or
two boys | developed a special friendship,
helping them through difficult pedods of
their life with puidance; and with moral
and finanacial support. One of my Ceylon
hows is- now a young man and is studying
English, and i enrolled at a trade school,
Instilling him with the desire and then
providing the wherewithall to énable him
to study for a career, perhaps | have saved
ong boy at least from a grim future on
the streel.

In recent wears, the new Sri Lonka
governmen! has made some radical
changes in policy. Imporis have been
liberalised, improving the standard of
living for some. and the cost of living for

all. There has been huge foreign invest-
ment, especlally in the area of tourism,
making i now the thirddargest foreign
exchange eamer after ten and mbber.
With improved tourist facilities and cheap
charter flights, more and more boy lovers
have found their way to the island, spur-
red on in no small measure by its expo-
sure as a BL paradise in such widely-circu-
lated publications as SPARTACUS Gay
Cuide,

Predominantly now it was German
toursts who came to find the boys for
pleasure. And they cameé in their hun-
dreds. Many acted with prudence, discre-
tion and responsibility, but by no means
all. It is a sad fact but it can be quite
cleardly understood that many of these
sexually distraught boy lovers, with their
frustrations bottled up inside them while
in Europe, and with only one or two
weeks to enjoy themselves, should fairly
explode when they reached Sri Lanka and
have sax and more sex with any boy who
cared to come along (a tentative parallel
could perhaps be drawn with sailors com-
ing in on shore leave!) and, unaware of
(or simply insensitive to) the cultural and
economic gull between them  would
shower money, cigarettes, watches and
pocket calculators onto the boys, This
easy money attracied more and more
hovs to follow tourdsts and to tout and
pester them openly, and it then seemed it
would only be o matter of time before
the auth arities would have to act to pre-
vent their precious  toursts from this
nuisance. Also, the blatant exhibitionism
of the pacdophile and gay tourdst men
and their boys offended the sensibilities
of many local people. (Even | was guilty
of thatin the beginning, I'm ashamed 1o
admit.)

Well, it all began with the police arrest-
ing -the -bovs and charging them with
soliciting, or vagrancy. The topic began
to be mised at international level in con-
ferences on tourism. Remember that the
western media had picked up on the item
in' Spartacus by John D, Stamford con-
cerming the “rape of the third world",
In reply 1o one such guestion at a con-
ference in Colombo, the Minister of State,
Anandatissa. deAlwis, tried to play it
down with statements such as, "“"Why do
tourists come here? Because there are
beautiful mris and beautiful boysl™ and
“Homosexuality existed here long hefore
tourism'”. However, his herdic stand was
short-lved,

Therz then asppeared on the scene g
sort of Chrstian missionary to impose the
misery and suffering of Christian dogma
and repression as we know it today, His
name was Tim Bond, a Briton, tall, slin,
broad shouldered, fair haired, public
school educated, aged around 34, and
unmarried. Yes, unmarried., He was an
emissary from TERRE DES HOMMES,
a Christian children’s welfare organisa-
ton (“au secours de Penfance meurtia™)
based in Lavsanne, Switzerland, who had
worked In Bangladesh and Thailand
{where, to his credit, he exposed a child
slave labour racket). This time, however,
he arrived armed with 4 copy of Sparfa-
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cus Gay Guide (it is an open question as
to why he obiained one in the first place)
and proceeded fo visit the spots it re-
commended for fAnding bovs. He later
wrote @ report in which he condemned
boy prostitution, not specifically becace
of the sexual content but because, after
the lads had lost their charm and bovish
beauty, the toursis no longer waniled
them, and they therefore had to resort fo
real crime (such as theft) to provide a
continuing income since they had acquir-
ed no marketable skills. This is probably
true in'a few instances but, in my view,
it is @ very small percentage. Besides,
there are plenty of villains of the peace in
S Lanka who never offered themselves
to tournsts when they were boys, Many of
the prostitute boys | knew a couple of
years sgo are now working at some kind
of job, and some are now working as
tounst guides for the gay visitors. It is
always the exception, the sore thumb
which attracts attention and makes au-
thorty blindly assume that the whale
krody is sore.

Well, in that report which Bond sub-
mitted to the government, the police and
the press, he admits that he first had to
get drunk on beer before he could find
erough “courage’ (o speak toa boy who
was on the game. (That's hardly setting a
good example, is it7) He was regularly
quoted (and misquoted) in the press, and
it was peiting harder for the government
1o continue to ignore or play down the
situation. By Aprl the local press was
beginning to guote that mest llusirlous
of all newspapers(!), the MNews of the
Waorld, by merely repeating, with no frst
hand knowledge of the facts, the fetid
headiines and verbiage. By early May they
caught onto another NOTW slant; “FIE'S
DIRTY EYE ON LANKA"™ proclsimed
the WEEKEND newspaper; “"HAVEN OF
SIN" said CHIC on page 3 in twoe-inch
block caps. In earlier months; the local
papers had referred to European paeds
honestly as “coming here (o satisfy their
sexual meeds” (as opposed to the more
British perverted fusi). 1 could read no
real hostlity between the lines, But now,
in imitation of the British rags, sexual
pleasure was being equated with evil and
sn. The NOTW's suggestion that PIE
might have connections with the Mafia
(Heaven forbid!) were given wide cover-
gge in the press. Some of the NOTW's
other wild speculations were transcribed
into fact by WEEREND on May 10: "'PIE
i+ responsible for preparing hard core
child porn films and distribution among
mémbers as well a8 assisting the member-
ship to procure children for their activi-
ties: PIE s zaid to have been supplied
with ‘snuff® films, showing children
sexually tartured to death, by the Mafia.”
It made my stomach tum to read it. | am
familiar enough with PIE to know that
they would outright condemn any kind
of sadism or violence against children.
How can this be paedophilia—love of and
for children? But with libellous and in-
flammatory - statements such s these
gppearing in the national press, is it any
wonder that all BL tourists would be




treated with great suspicion?

Last year, n resident guest, known by
most  people. as “Charles White™ was
brutally. murdered in his home in Colom-
bo. He was a boy lover and had many

ersomal  contacts around the world.

[EEKEND, in referring to PIE, caims
that the police in Colombo stumbled on-
10 a link when they came acros some
letters in his home written in English
and French to which he had replied
about the posibilities of “perverted
activity here™. Some of the letters were
from Morocco, and it is alleged that some
of his Moroccan contacts had connec-
tions with the Mafia and “international
sex rings”. The report then admits that,
in fact, no direct links with PIE were
shown in the Colombo letters. It is
widely behieved, however, that this ic
the incident which made the government
decide to scrap its resident guest scheme.
It can probably be presumed that the
majority of the 60-0dd resident guests in
Sti Lanka are, in fact, boy lovers. Inci-
dentally, the renowned sci-fi  writer,
Arthur €. Clarke, I8 a resident guest, and
dear to the hearts of Sri Lankans,

Anyway, the die was already cast and
the pears were irreversible, The povern-
ment has, at this writing, prepared draf
fegislation to prohibit anyone under 18
from being in the vicinity of a hotwel or
place set aside for tounst accommoda-
tion (unless accompanied by a guardian)
and a tourist will be guilty of an offence
if he i “in the company of o yvoung per-
son'. Two German toursis were sen-
tenced im Apnl in Negombo for “un-
matural™ sex with yvoung boys, under a
law which was placed on the books by
the British {of course!) during colonial
Limes.

The tolerance and pentleness of
Buddhism has yielded rapidly to some-
thing else, What is it? Puritanism? Wes.
tern scanidal-mongering hysteria? Or is it
simply commercialism? Loss of assistance
from International reliefl organisations,
and loss of revenue from tourism would
hit where it hurts. Whatever the reason,
it is external pressure, not internal, which
has precipitated the new anti-sex stance,
although it was helped along by the ir-
responsible  behaviour of some of the
tourlsts: but we all have to pay the price.
The boys who could have benefitted from
knowing us will also lose, It still amazes
me how people (and authorities) are 50
short-sighted as to believe that thev can
solve & problem by curing the symptoms,
or applying a coat of paint. Bond 5 an
introvert pasdophile: he loves boys; he
wants to help them. [ think he does what
he does in order o cover up his own
guilt complex about sex. [ know a lot
more about his activities than he would
ever realise, but [ shall say nothing. We
miust ot fight evil with evil!

Similar things are happening in the
Philippines. Bond was going to try Lo sti
things up there but another pacdophile—

an extrover! this time—bv the name of

Guido Franco (3 French playboy mdl-
lionaire, 1 am told) has gready done the

€€ In issue No.3 was only one small
child! That's 2 scandal! And ['am not
being funny, Please change this sitwation!
Children are charming and beautiful.
Who denies this is lving against himself
and s afraid of alleged taboos. Even our
FKK people are not natural., They are
shocked about the jdea of caressing their
naked children (who they ought o love
more than anything else). You sald that
being naked and 2ex have something to
do with each other, And children feel
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that too! But [ think this subject is too
daring for your magazine. Your own
attitude may be natural, but there could
be people who misunderstand you.

When zeeing pictures of naked little
girls one (women also) feels the conscious
or unconscious wish to touch and caress
these girls. We all like to touch everything
that appeals to us, If you deny such an
impulss when seeing an 8-10 vear old
girl then you better not print any more
photas of children, What I miss in your
magazine are boys. Do you think the 10-
12 yvear old males are too ugly to be
shown?

I love to think back on ascene which [
gaw on an official nudizt beach. Two girls
8-9 years old, were riding on the back of
their father, who was stroking their
thighs, and there was this not-too-little
girl who lay down belly-to-belly with her
mother, and she caressed her davghier's
whole body, even between the legs, to
warm her after the swim, No protest was
to be heard, No “law™ came to proceed
against this. These naked people feit
nothing but tolerance. Many of them
watched these demonstrations of love for
children. Two scenes which could not be
more natural indeed. But 5o far, 1 never
saw any father being loving-erotic with
his son.

Tie New Right & The Semf?wt?e

In & recent article for “The Leaping Lesbisn", influentinl feminist writer Gayle
Rubin sttempted to summarise the situntion for sexual minoritles as it now stands.
She warned of the growing strength of the resctionary Right in response to the
emergence of sexual “fringe"" movements, and made 8 passionate plea to gays and
{eminists not to solate groups such as paedophiles, but to study their idess in greater
depth and with more sympathy. Rubin’s study related chiefly to events in the USA,
but within her words there is a subtle message for British gays and feminists alike.

In this edited version MAGPIE follows Rubin's commenis as they relate to paed-

ophiles. . .

At a time when feminists are.called
lesbiams, when homaosexuals ure portrayed
as “child molesters™, and when “child
malesters” are presented as the four
harsemen of the apocalypse, it would
seem suicidal to try to defend the more
exotic sexual minorities.

| would like to argue the exact opposite.
It has never been more imperdative that
the women's and gay movements develop
mare sengitivity to the problems, humanity,
and legitimate claims of stigmatised min-
arities. If not, we will be contributing
to a sexunl withch-hunt. The actions of
the “pro-family” forces at Houston are
anly the most widely-publicised aspects
of the current soxual reaction. A more
subtle and insidious reprassion is occuring
elagwhere. It is in the pattern of arrests
as wall o5 in the “results” of referenda
It is in the new laws to regulate pom-
ography and sexual behaviour that have
been speeding through legislative bodias,
It is.in the New Journalism of self-con-
caived sexual muck-raking. .

Although the reaction is aimed at fem-
inism and gay liberation, both the women’s
and gay movemenis are relatively strong
and enjoy some measure of popular sup-
port. Lovers of young people, and others,
are easier targets. There has been a marked
increase in the tempo of arrests for sex
“offences”. Many people have lost jobs
and face sentences ranging from minor
to many years in prison, While feminists
and garden-variety gavs are not exactly
gecure, it has been the maore legally-vuln-
erahle, more stigmatised, and less easily-
defended groups which have sustained
the highest casualties.

The issue which exemplifies these
trends most dramatically is that of sex
between adults and yoing people. “Boy-
love'' seems to be for Anita Bryant what
communism was to Joe McCarthy, Gay
men are reluctant to defend paederasts
for fear of being confused with them,
Feminists are wary of the subject out
of a concern to end the sexual abuse
of young people, and out of an aware-
ness of the ways in which social power
infects intimate relationships. Thus nei-
ther feminism nor gay lberation was
prepared to respond when a national
hysteria over the sex lives of the young
developed in the months preceding the
Miami vote.

The lack of sociological sophistication
displaved by both the media and the po-
lice was unnerving. There was a lot of
talk of “national conspiracies™ to draft
boys into white slavery. From such data
as actually appeared, it could be deduced
that the “conspiracy™ consisted primarily
of the kind of contacts through ads,
letters, and word of mouth, which chorac-
terises virtually every sexual sub-culture
in the country. The “national conspiracy™
wag no more than the rudimentary social
arganisation of a sexual sub-group. By such
critieria, the personal ads in “The New
York Revitw of Books" would consti-
tute a national conspiracy.

The campaign may have increased
public awareness over the real abuse
and exploitation to which many voung
people are subjected, but the most vis-
ible and immediate results were consid-
erable less salutory, The media campaign
shared with the sex statutes the concept
that sex in general, and homosexuality
in particular, are inimical to the well-being
of the voung, By emphasising *‘protection™
of the young and ignoring the rights of the
young, the campaign undoubtedly set back
the aspirations of youth liberation. Youth
liberation has argued for some time that
young people should have the rght to
have sex as well as not to have it, and with

whom they choose, The statutory structure

of the sex laws has been identified as op-
pressive and inzulting to yvoung people.
A range of sexual activities are legally
defined as “molestation””, regardiess of the
quality of the relationship or the amount
of consent involved, A crackdown on
statutory moléstation is not the best
way to defend the rights of youth.,

The incipient political mobilisation of
paedophiles has been another wictim,
Crver the last few years there have been
occasional articles in the gay press which
claim that most relationships between men
and boys are conseénsual, loving, and bene-
ficial to the young people involved. It has
been argued that such relationships are
to be distinguished from abuse, just as
rape is to be distinguished from love in
other contexts. There are journals of
pacdophile liberation, out of print clas-
sics of boy-love are being reprinted. _ .

The “kiddie porn" campaign made
the position of this movement rather un-
tenable, and it manipulated concern owver

the welfare of young people to ration-
allise new legal attacks upon sexuality.
Politicians cannot afford to oppose much
of the new legislation, but groups like
ACLU have criticised many of the pro-
posed laws for contalning dangerots
restrictions on civil liberties and freedom
of expression.

The recent career of boy-love in the
public mind should serve 1z an alert that
the self-interests of the feminist and gay
movements are linked to simple justice
for stigmatised sexual minorities, Such
groups have been mobilising in the mar-
gins of the sexual left for some time,
but their presence can no longer be ignored
nor their claims dismizsed.

There are also other reasons why we
should pay attention to stigmatised sexual
expression. For the existence of political
ofganisations for groups like pasdophiles
5 a manifestation of a deeper change.
An increase in sexual awareness is evident
from the imagery of moveis, music and
advertising, and this imagery & now div-
ersifying. There have been TV programmes
with leshians, gay men, trans-sexuals and
prostitutes: Ads play upon semi-conscious
fantasy, and new wave rock characteris-
ticallv celebrates, among other things,
sex offenders, transvestitism, and anal
SEX.

Some of this newesr erotic imagery can
be attributed to the reaction against fem-
inism, as for instance the ads which suggest
violence against woemen. But much of it
represents a return of some of the diversity
of human sexuality from the shadows
to which it has been banished. This return
of the repressed containg a lot of untamed
energy, some of which iz feeding the wave
of sexual reaction we have wilnesed
In recent months, Thus far, it has been
primarily the Right which has responded
to this profusion of erotic form, but it
wiould be a great loss to leave it to the
resctionaries to orchestrale & societal
response to this widening of sexual con-
stiouness. The women's movement has
always been suspicious of sex, and for good
reason, since sexuality is the locus through
which women's oppression is managed.
But rational paranoia can easily become
i farm of erotophobia,

The sexual fringe is @ scary place, and
those who do not live there are advisad
that it is & dangerous place to visit. But the
fringe is also a repository for various
examplesof sexual expression which have
been rejected by society. Much of it
is worth reclaiming, and there is o0 much
to learn out on the fringe. Both the mob-
ilisation of the sexoal fringe, and the in-
creasing politicisation of sexuality chal-
lenge feminism to develop a politics which
can be pro-sex while remaining anit-sexist.
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AS MUCH A MARTYR AS WILDE

A Hecount of the PIE Be-tnial and the Tmprisonment of “oire OCarnoll.

Following the Crown's dramatic failure
to pin us down at the first trial, there
was a4 chance, 50 we were told, of the
remaining charges against us being drop-
ped. Given most ordinary cases, this was
probably what would have happenead
But the iniquitous common law offence
of conspiracy to corrupt public morals
wits no ordinary charge and pasdophiles
were, 1o society at least, no ordinary
people, The prosecution knew  fully
well that a re-trial with a new jury would
still wive it an excellent chance of success
because of the vague nature of this law
and the unpopularity of pasdophiles.

S0 on March the 5th, 1981, just one
month and eight days after oor first
ardeal, O'Carroll, Dagnall and myself
found ourselves back in the dock at
London's Old Bailey facing yet another
show trial. The personal intervention of

Attorney General, Sir Michael Havers, .

had ‘ensured the Crown a second bite,
and this thme its efforts were 1o prove
more rewarding. It was to have its pound
of fesh.

The first day of the new trial was
taken up, almost entirely, by defence sub-
missions that the charges should be
scrapped. In turn, each counsel pointed
out that there was not sufficient evidence
to mupport the re-trial, But their eloquent
pleas fell vpon deaf ears. This time
ground, the judpge, John Leonard, QC,
who had presided over the previous trial,
gppeared  comspicucusly  reluctant o
acquit on a question of Taw. With 1 pos-
sible gye to his reputation, he wanted,
he zaid, “'the case to po befofe the jury.”

The jury, too, were decidedly different
in two imiportant nespects. Whereas at
the first trinl there had been more men
than women, the sexes were now equally
divided and the mew jurists considerably
older—points which - almost certainly fa-
voured the prosecution, | watched 0'Car-
roll’s face drop as thev were swormn in.

After the defence submissions had
been overruled. the indictment was
changed once again, as had happened on
d number of occasions since the commit-
tal, These amendments were, undoubted-
ly, among the most controversial develop-
ments of the trials and age cestainly de-
serving of further investigation (some
hope). By repeatedly narrowing the: line
of fire, these 1oo, were clearly favourable
o the prosecution and had the added
effect of excising any possible mention
of ‘Sir Peter. Hayman, Britain's: former
High Commissioner to Canads who, un-
der the pseudonym of “Henderson',
had been a member of PIE, Whether this
was done by accident or design we:shall
probably never know. But it certainly

left 4 nasty taste in the mouth and the
possibility, by no means unreasonable,
that the trial itself was nigged.

On the second day, the Crown began
1o outline its case (if that was what one
could call it). Prosecuting, Mr. David
Tudor Price, QC. claimed that PIE was
“a force for evil,” whose members were
“sad degenerates and emotional cripples.”
As we faced this barrage of abuse, | began
to muse upon whether 1 should now regls-
ter as disabled and instruct our member-
ship to do likewise.

The main thrust of the charges was ,
of course, atmed at PIE's contact ser-
vice, designed o put lomely, izolated
members in touch with one another for
friendship and help. This the Crown con-
ceded, but added that the service was
also used “with the intention of facili-
tating breaches of the law; firstly, by én-
couraging advertisers (o seek  sexual
contact with children, and secondly,
by encouraging the exchange of child
pomography.” Needless to say, these
claims were vigorously denied by the
accused, only one of whom—0"Carroll
still faced both counts, as his co-defen-
donts had been acquitted on count one at
the previous trial. To make its point, the
prosecution referred to the ambiguous
wording of some of thess advertisements
and produced examples of editing. Such
editing of offensive advertisements made
them appear more respectable, and was,
according to the Crown, “simply an exer-
cise in window dressing.”

The prosecution relied upon the same
four witnesses a5 before; all of them ex-
PIE members. One, Cyril Hall, quickly
destroved the notion that the Exchangs
was a force for evil by admitting it had
aved him from suicide. It was at this
point, more than any other, that the gross
unfairmess of it all really came home to
me. While the Crown had been perfectly
free to coerce members into an act of
betrayal, our own hands were ted since
we were unable to ask other members 1o
defend us, for reasons that should be
obvious to all.

O'Carroll was the only one of the de-
fendants to call character witnesses.
Among them were Richard MeCance, a
former vice chairperson of the Campaign
for Homosexual Equality, and Dr. John
Lunn, a psychiatnst who spoke in glow-
ing terms about Tom’s book, much as
Dy, Eric Taylor had done ai the first trial.
But once again, our application to bring
in expert witnesses was refused on the
grounds that paedophiles were “not a
special class of people.” The judge ad-
mitted, however, that this ruling might

later form the basis for an oppeal,

Thus, Dagnall and mysell were in a posi-
tion to distance ourselves from them as
much as possible. Unfortunately, O'Car-
roll ¢ould never have hoped to achieve
such a move.

When Tom had left the box, I read &
statement from the dock. In it, | made
several podnts 1 thought were in danger of
being overdooked. | revealed that PIE had
been investigated several times, and on
each occasion had been cleared, despite
the fact that its contict service had been
operational throughout. Eeminding the
jury that wirtually all' of the group's
publications: had carried a warning that
it could not condone illegal activities, 1
asked what more the executive commit-
tee could have done. Challenging the
Crown (0 produce any evidence of my
guilt, 1 rounded-oflf by borrowing those
immortal words of Sir Thomas More:
‘IF it is justice which threatens me, then
I have nothing 1o fear’.

Next into the witness box was Michazl
Dagnall, a former editor of ‘Magpie’.
He volunteered nothing and was comple-
tely uncompromising, With Dagnall, the
prosecution took a long time to get pre-
cisely nowhere,

At first, O'Carroll stood up well to
the ordeal of the witness box, proving an
easy match for the prosecutor. Indeed,
there were times when the atmosphere in
court number ten was absolutaly electric.
One would need 10 have been very hard-
headed not to have admired O'Carroll’s
sincerity and courage while under pres-
sure. But oz the questioning rolled re
lentlessly on, he began 1o wilt, volun-
teering more and more information on
the way. Though alwavs scrupulously
honest, &t the end of the day it could
be said that by his over-eagerness 1o co-
operate, he had, arguably, helped tighten
the noose around his own neck.

But then O'Carroll always knew he
would have more exXplaining to do than
the rest of us. He had, after all, been
PIE’s chairperson, and more importantly
in the context of the trial, editor of the
contact sheets. In the course of these
proceedings, it was disclosed that there
had only been three sditors of the con-
tact pages throughout the period of the
indictment; o certain D.B. (who shall
remain anonymous), Trevor Wade, who
had already been acquitted, and O'Carrofl.

After Dagnall had been dismissed from
the bost, Mr. David Tudor Prjce, QC,
stood up for the last time. The Crown,
tve said, had “only to rely upon the word-
ing and editing of the advertisaments
themselves 1o ¢laim that the defendants,
and/or others named on the indictment,
had deliberately haiched a plot to cor-
rupt public morals; for these speak for
themselves."” Through their contact ser-
vice, he added, the accused had “know-
ingly set out to encourage others to
break the law.” Defining the cormup-
tion of public morals as “conduct
calculated 1o threaten the fabric of so-
ciety,”” it was the prosecution’s conten-
tiog, he safd, that the accused had “stray-
ed well beyvond the bounds of what s
generally regarded as decent and sccept-
able behaviour,”

As | listened, | could not help think-
ing how dangerously totalitarian this
was, and how clese it came 1o attempted
thought control. I remembered the words
of Wilde who warned that ‘public opinion

exists only where there are no ideas”, Bat
then none of us had ever been under any
llusions about the type of law we were
dealing with. We knew that conspiracy
to corrupt public morals was the law of
the majority, and that by refusing to be
bratnwashed, we had threatened its
_E.’u,“[l.‘l.l cow. We had been too individual-
istic by far. By rejecting the restrictive
negativism inherent in  the  view that
heterosexuality within the family unii
was the only real option, and denying
that human sexuality was In {tsell some-
thing base and sinful that the voung
must never be ‘allowed’ 10 engape in; we
had marked ourselves out as differemt
and were now facing the consequences,
As in the past, this law was being used 1o
subdue an unpopular minority, and as
such, remained a threat to the whole re:
formist lobby. While | sat pondering on
these things from the dock, | recalled the
maxim, “all men are equal before the
law’. Surely the mere fact that we were
facing such charges was proof encugh in
itself that some are definitely more equal
than others.

It was then the tum of the thres
defence counsel to deliver their closing
speeches; and one by one, they scored
some good points, Answering the various
allegations, they told the count that the
Crown had “picked on little more than
a handful of PIEs advertisements, ignor-
ing the vast mujority, literally hundreds,
which were completely Innocuous,” Far
from proving an intention to LT T
the breaking of the law, the editing of
offensive material showed,  they sid,
"o genuine concern to steer clear of
trouble.” Warning the jury of the danger
of confusing fantesy with reality, they
wenl on o point out that there was a
distinction to be made “between being
pacdophile on the one hand, and putting
It into practice on the other ™ for clearly,
no child, they said, was “alleged 1o have
been harmed as a direct result of the
group’s contact service.'” Concluding for
the defence, John Archer, OC, again
reminded ‘the jury that there was pot
enough evidence (o substantiate the
chirges which, he maintained, “simply
will not wash." >

Un Frday the 13th of March ‘&1
(black Friday te the superstitious),
Judge Leonard, QC, the Common Ser-
geant of London, began his summing
up. Taking each defendant in turn, he
sifted the evidence—what little there
was of it—sgainst them, coming down
noticeably heavier on O'Carroll than he
had at the previous trial. He then went
on to instruct the jury that in order to
be atisfied of puilt, various require-
menis would need to be met. They would
have to be sure_he'sid, that at some time
or other, “two or more of the accused,
andfor others naimed on the ndictment,
had put their heads together to make an
agreemient, since no-one could be deemed
guilty of & one-man conspiracy.” If they
were satisfied of this, they would then
need to be egually certain thai the con-
spirators had “intended to induce others
to break thelaw in the manner set out en
the indictment, in the knowledge that
they were corrupting public morals.'! If
they were unsure of these things, he said,
then they were “duty bound to acquit.”

After lunch on the same day, Judge
Leonard sent the jury out to consider
the evidence, directing them, if possible,
to retum unanimous verdicts. Just three
and a half hours later, they were back
and the rest i3, by now, common know-
ledge to all. They convicted O'Carroll and
found his two co-defendants not guilty,
The second count against O Carroll
was then duly discharged by the court,

How, one might ask, was O'Carroll
convicted, while all his co-defendants
were cleared? The angwer is that one or
both of the others named on the first
count of the indiotment were adjudged to
be his co-conspirators. These two were,
respectively, Keith Hose, an ex.chair
person of PIE, and David Grove, its for-
mer secretury, Yet neither were charged
(though Grove had been at one paint,
the charges were later dropped), nor
present, nor indeed given the benefit of
any form of legal defence, since Hose had
long since emigrated and Grove was, by
then, dead. In addition, and just as
warrying, no details about them were at
any time disclosad to the court, other
than the fact that both had previously

been PIE officials. ﬂ




TOM IN PRISON

The jailing of Tom O’Carroll on Fri
day, 13th March, for two years, was a
shattering blow to many of us, not least
myself. He had been staying with me
while on bail during the two trials, and
when we parted on that final moming, |1
had fully expected to down a few pints
of beer with him in the evening. We had
often discussed the posslble outcome of
the trial, including the chances of a
custodial sentence If there was a guilty
wverdict, but this seemed so remote 1o me
that [ scarcelv pave it sérious considera-
tion. Tom, I think, felt the same way, If
we retained some vestige of faith in
Hritish justice. it was utierhy destroyed
on that day. You can't get to know a guy
over some years, discuss all the [sues re-
lating to paedophiliz, inchuding very’ per.
somal feelings, without having a clear idea
how his mind works. | KNOW that Tom
was not guilty!

Pound of flesh.

I attended the last day of that show
tefal, heard the suilty verdict, saw Tom's
shoulders: slump when the wverdict was
pronounced, fell a momentary elation
when John and Michael were acquitted
and, within minutes; was plonged into
deep despalr when Judpe Leonard sen-
tenced Tom to two vears, Not even g sus
pended sentence! The “Public™ wanted
their pound of fesh!

Argument,

In my nesd to escape the oppressive
atmosphere of that packed court-room,
with its mest of Fleet Street vipers, and
its hypocritical stench of moral superio-
rity, 1 missed the violemt argument be-
tween Sergeant Collins, whe had been in
charge of the investigstion, and John
Parratt, one of the acquitted defendants.
| managed to speak with Tom through o
grille for a frantic five minutes, before he
was taken from the Old Bailey,

Red tape.

Two days later we finally discovered
that Tom had been sent to one of Lon-
don's more notorious prisons, Wormwood
Scrubs, scene of serious riots a year ago.
Anyone who has ever tried 1o communi-
cate with a prisoner in Britain’s jails will
know that it is first necessary 1o wade
through a buresucratic jungle of red
tape and bumbling mefficiency. So we
knew very little of what had happened to
Tom until some weeks later.

“Rule 43

On arrival at the prison, he had im-
mediately applied 1o go on to “Rule 437,
which, effectively, ks Isolation from the
general prison population. He is confined
io his cell for twenty-three hours a day,
the remaining hour being allowed for ex-
grcise with other Hule 43 prisoners. In
the last few weeks, he has been shunted
back and forth between the Segregation
Block and B Wing, usually sharing a cell
with another prisoner. Om the few occa-
slons when he has been In contact with
the main body of prsoners, e has had
verbal abuss, and one half-hearted attempt
at physical assault from a disturbed rapist
wha hid previously tried to smother
another pasdophile. But he feels he can
deal with it.

Letters.

Tom's incoming letters are limited to
personal friends, and he & allowed (o
wrile two letters a week, All letters are
strictly censored, contrary to the recom-
mendation of the European Commission
for Human Rights, Initially he was allow-
ed to send short notes to other people.
along with his letters to me, but that has
now besn stopped. He Iz allowed a visat,
resiricted fo thirty minutes, once a
month, or twice a month if he behaves
himself. After an initial delay of some
weeks, his visits have been regular. When
| first saw him, three weeks after the trial,
he was-very cheerful, almost snazzy in his
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prison gear, and looked as though he had
st retumed from a walk over the Welsh
hilts. He had had some- inkling of the
massive press. coverage of the Havman
affair after the PIE (rials by overhearing
snippeis of conversation beiween warders,
One told him, “T've stopped reading the
papers; they're always on about yvou or
Hayman,” When [ saw him mext in May,
he was still in good spirits, but had lost a
lot of weight, and had developed the
prison pallor and sunken cheeks of an
inmate.

Home Office.

We have succeeded in petting some
items through 1o Tom: a regular subscrip-
tion to a newspaper, a radio, some books,
fg=aw  puzzles and some money. But
other items have been arbitrarily stopped.
He is not allowed to recelve publications
from pacdophile groups, including Magpis,
and our complaint to the Prison Governor
has been referred to the Home Office.

Parole,

A person sentenced to more than ekgh-
teen months is eligible for parole: after
one third of his sentence, or twelve
months, whichever s greater, Parole is
rarely given aflter the mintmum period,
twelve months in Tom's case. but his
chances may be quite good. If he were
parcled after twelve months, he would
then be subject to restrictions on employ.
ment and place of habitation for the re-
maining vear. Otherwise, he will be auto-
matically released after sixteen months,
providing he hasn't lost any remission of
sentence. Almost certainly, he will remain
on Rule 43 for the rest of the sentence.
After some months, he could be transfer-
red to a special Rule 43 prizon, such as
Maidstone, where there are recreational
facilities and greater provision for asso-
ciation betwesn inmates, but the waiting
list & so long that ke could well spend his
entire sentence at Wormwood Scrubs,

ﬂ Whai then, was the evidence against

these two which proved to be so damag-
ing? Against Hose, it consisted solely of
one letter, which even the prosscution
had to admit was “like clutching at a
siraw in the wind." Even =0, by mno
stretch of the imagination could this let-
ter have been considered relevant o
count one of the indictment. Against
Grove, the only evidence was a notebook
he had kept which recorded incoming
PIE mail and members' applications to
be put on the contact sheets. These he
would then forward to the appropriate
person, ('Carroll. There was not a single
shred of corroborative evidence—no let-
ters, documents nothing—which suggest-
ed, even remotely, that Hose and/or
Grove had conspired with anyone to do
anything, except perhaps to hreathe, and
nothing to validate the claim that they
intended others to commit breaches o1
the law via the contact service. It seems
likely, therefore, that one or both of

them were deemed guilty by association,
upon the assumption that they must have
known what was going on, But this was
not thought sufficient to convict any of
O'Carroll’s co-defendants; so why them?
Bearing such things in mind, and the
judge’s remarks while summing-up, one is
obliged to ask how the jury felt sale to
convict, given that certainty is the rule of
law?

In sentencing O'Carroll, Judge Leonard
rejected a plea by his counsel, Mr. Stuart
Shialds, OC, not to impose 3 custodial
sentence at all, but if ope had to be made
that it should not be immediste. Mr.
Shields had clearly felt that the impor-
tance of the case from the public stand-
point was “the marking of the conduct
as non-acceptable.” Judge Leonard dis-
agread: “I dom’t think I can accept that
marking the conduct would be enough,”
he zaid. “1 think the public would be
surprised if the courts were lenient. | re-
gard this as a serfous matter.” He admit-

ted there was no proof that the contact
service had caused actual harm to child-
ren, but maintained that the conse-
quences. “could have been serous.” The
judge said he would “take into consider-
ation’” the treatment O'Carroll was likely
to receive in prison. He then gaoled him
for two years.

Scarcely had [ recovered from the
shock of such a savage sentence, when an
indignant barrister took me aside. It was
1o be the final twist to-an altogether sad
sga. As if 1o add insult to injury, he told
me that Judge Leonard had once sat on
a committes of inguiry which had béen
investigating, among other things, the law
in relation to this very offence. “I think
vou should know,” he said, “that he was
one of the people who recommended its
abolition.” If this i true—and [ have no
reason (o doubt its authenticity—then,
clearly, the learned judge still does not
know the correct meaning of the word

LOOKING FOR LITTLE GIRLS

David Arkell:
“Looking for Laforgue™
248pp. Carcanet New Press. £6.95

Jules Laforgue (1860-1887) has been
proclaimed one of the most sccomp
ished and influential poets of the last
hundred vears, yet surprisingly he is
almost unknown in this country. David
Arkell, in his recently published bio-
graphy of Laforgue, sets out to give 3
life to the man, to define his subject’s
contribution to the history of modern
poetry, As far as possible, he lets Lafor-
gue tell hix own story, quoting at length
from his letters, journal and notebooks,
The reader is therefore allowed to perceive
for himself the wholeness of Laforgue’s
life, the circumstances surrounding the
deévelopment of his genius, the growth of
the personality behind the fascinating
poetry. This strategy has an sdvantige,
far it permits the reader to be his own
judge as to significance of Laforgue’s
sexuality, his fetish for underwear, for
example, or his attraction to thin-legged
and flat-chested little girls. Indeed, ane of
the many striking features of this book is
Mr. Arkell’s willingness o be frank aboui
Laforgue's paedophilia,

Jules Laforgue was born in Monte-
video on- August 16, |E60, the secand
son of a French bank clerk. Az a bay
he wis sént to France for his schooling,
boarded -at the Lycée in Tarbes (byv a
wonderful coincidence also the school of
that other Urnguavan pasdophile, Lan-
treamont]), and later ar the Lyvede
Fontanes in Paris. While at Tarbes — gene-
rally, 8 mizerable time for Laforgue
he became infaturated with a young girl,
Marguente, who eternally wore blus
ribbong ted te her pigtails. Thiz one-
sided romance, — later recalled in the
short story “Amours de b Quinzidme
Année" (*Lovers of the Fifteenth Year™)
seems to have obsessed Laforgue {or vears
afterwards, and many indeed suggest a
clue as to the origin of his adult hetero-
paedophilia. Laforgue presumably
thought so, too, He once remarked: *
way our puberty happens: that's every-
thing and everything and evervthing
stems from there. An hour of our fifteenth
vear decides our character,™

After a shont time at the Ecole de
Beaux-Arts, and as secretary to the artist
Charles Ephrussi, Laforgue, aged 22, was
appointed French Reader to the Empress
Aungusta of Germany. For five long years
Laforgue accompanied the Imperial Court
arcund Europe, taking vacations in Paris
whenever he could, writing poetry and
fiction at odd moments. A good deal of
what Laforgue thought about love and
sex, women and small girlchildren, is
revealed §n the letters he wrote from
Germany to friends back in Paris. On the
whole, Mr. Arkell has done a fine job,
skillfully and tastefully, in editing them

Az Laforgue traipsed around Europe
he was forever noticing pretty little
girls in-socks and Greepnaway hats' At
Coblenz he expecially enjoved the view
from his chapel window, which looked

down onto an English finishing school.

Of this view he wrote to & woman friend:

" g0 to the windosw amnd wareh thei
came oul: the whole English colony
af Coblenz, Inciuding a sehool for
youwng ledies, all adorably thin ond
Mat, in exquisite dregses pleated snd
gathered, And I find myself dream:
fng of flirtations on fashionable
heaches along the fringes of the
resounding sea, ™

Dreaming of flirtations was 35 close as
Laforgue ever came to o relationghip
with a child-friend, though he was soon
to become fond of boating parties, Lewis
Carroll-like, on the still waters of the
Rhine. “Thin" and “*flat"” are the two
words Laforgue uses most when writing
down his erotic fantasies, He typically
enquired of a correspondent:

Do you like breases? Really flor? |
don't mean for Louly Bowilhet's rea-
for — beoause “flar besoms are nearer
fhe hearr ™
depraved fasre for thinnes, ™

Laforgue sometimes affected a disinte-
rest in grown women, “I've tald no
woman | love her because to do so would
be to tell 4 lie” — but the impression
created by his letters is one of & man Yery
much absarbed but more often than not
too frustrsted to do anything about it
By emphasising the child-like qualities of
the older teenagers whom Laforgue doted
on, and of the English girl Leah Lee
whom he married in 1886, Mr, Arkell
seems 10 be suggesting that Laforgue's
aftraction to young girls was onlv-a sub-
stitule emotion for a preferred purity in
women. There is little evidence for this
suggestion, least of all in the COrTespon-
dence Mr, Arkell quotes, and | wish he
hBad let his well-marshalled facts stand
alone.
During the months of indecision which
preceded his engagement and marriage,
Laforgue began writing poetry at break-
neck speed. Mr. Arkell comments that the
poems of this time — the Fileurs de Bonne
Falonte and the remarkable Dermicr
fers owe E\'c:}!hi_ng to Leah Lee.
This seems a rather simplistic analysis,
for the tensions and obsessions which
give Laforgue'’s: poetry its rare guality
are clearly more complex in origin, and
no doubt owe as much to his interest in
very voung girls. At times, Mr Arkell
says as much himself, With the Dernicr
Fers Laforgue arrived at the purest ex-
pression of his own stvle. Surreal and
techmically astonishing, these verses, pub.
lished posthumously, have won for
Laforgue the right to be considered an
inventor of modern poetry: one critic
has singled out this collection as ““the
most important volume published in
Europe since the seventeenth century™
Encouraged by hiz growing literary cele-
brity, Laforgue resigned his post to the
Court.
Back in Paris after a quiet wedding

in London, Laforgue struggled to earn his
living as & writer, shortly finding him-
self in debt to his friend and publisher,
He died on August 20, 1887, aged 27. He
had been married just seven months, and

na, 'm talking of a really
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a3 tubsrculosis steadily made progress
had been able to add nothing to his body
of work. The pathetic end hat an irony
which Laforgue himself might have
appreciated. Of Laforgue's poetic vision
David Arkell discerningly quotes the
statement of one critic that “Fundamen-
tally, it is the view of man as both a ridi-
culous and a tragic figure, and of his life's
quest as both 2 defeat and an affirmation.”
“Looking for Laforgue’ reveals how one
man’s quest for youth, its beauty and its
soul, expressed itself in great literary and
historic achisvement,

Your magazine is 3 treat to read, but
no one must have told vou that anti-child-
sex blis originated in the brain of Saing
Momnica {about 380 A.D.) and her son,
Saint Augustine, Augustine was such a
lamebrain that he followed astrology for
many years: The two of them created
BODY GUILT=hame for the naked
body and shame for premarital sexuality.
If ¥ou would publicise this on a regular
basis, You would peel off support for
Mary Whitehouse {and mavbe even gain
Mary herself!) World psychiatrists since

Whereas widespread sexual
prejudice is certainly based on ignorance,
it is a wilful ignorance, wilfully come-
pounded by the Church, the Press, and
the education establishment, It is no
founded on logic or reason or hman
decency, and cannot be dispelled by
appealing to those qualities. Like it or
not, pacdophilia is more a political,
thin a sexual issue. Far more than homo-
sexuality or feminism, it presents a
“threat™ to the established order of
society, by undermining (as society
sees it) the very root of authortarianism,
and social conditioning, the nuclear
family itself, Give children the right and
the freedom to think and decide for
themselves, break the monopoly of paren-
tal influence and control, and you have a
recipe for angrehy .

PIE has always striven, and will con-
tinue to strive, for a wider understanding
of the true nature of paedophilia, and its
potential good for a mature society, vet
your contention that we have only to
“speak the truth™, and the press would
have difficulty ignofng our intellectual
thrust, is rather naive, Copies of our 0
& A” booklet were sent not only to the
press, but to every member of Parlisment
several years ago, and not one of them
displayed the slightest difficulty in com-
plerely ignoring our “intellectual thrmst™
The same can be said of our submission
to the Criminal Law Reform Committes,
We are not faced with rational ohjections
and cookheaded reservations, we are
floundering in a sea of lie, deceit and
naked bigotry. And as for gaining Mary
Whitehouse (does anvone wani her?),
when Tem O'Carroll is Prime Minister,
and évery high strect has a dating agency
for kids, perhaps. . . bul not before.

Your idea of “palitical moxie™ is
highly debatable, We feel that expediency
can be ¢arried (o the point of hy pocrisy.
If you have read the disclaimer which
has appeared on evéry tssue of MAGPIE
vou will know that PIE has never en-
couraged or endorsed the breaking of
existing laws, however execrable they
may be. Nor has any spokesperson of
PI1E de clared himself to be actively doing
50, We have the courage to accept and
admit thai we are all paedophiles, we
admit nothing beyond that. But et us not
delude ourselves, there is little safety in
protesting one’s celibacy. Our catoh-all
legislation i so designed that it is
virtually impossible to live as a peedophile
without falling prey to one law or
another. The laws on prostitution are a
similar case: it is not illegal to be a pros-
tituge, it iz simply almost impossible to
make a living that way without committ-
ing some “‘offense”. Our notorious
“Child Protection Act" served to tie up
any lpopholes whereby a paedophile
might preserve his sanity, so that, whereas
it is not illegzl as vel to be 3 pasdophile,
the law rénders it impossible to be one
and vet conform, as you have suggested,
Toem O'Carroll and the others found
themselves facing trial not because they
conspired to break the law, but becauses

they allegedly conspired to do something
which is NOT itself against the law, In the
UK the anly way to survive persecution

is to “play desd”. Liestill and keep vour
mouth shut, and maybe no-one will
notice you're a paedophile. PIE will not
lie still, and will not keep its mouth ghut,
until the notion of Justice is re-intro-
duced to the LAW, and society grows out
of its pervérted delight in witch-hunting.

“ARE YOU LEGAL, DECENT,
HONEST AND TRUTHFUL™

Well bully for vou, We would have liked
to recommend our readers to obtain 2
capy of the revised 6th edition of the
British Code of Advertising Practice,
issuad by the Adverlising Standards
Authority, This carries a specific appen-
dix of guidelines to govern advertising
which is directed at children, and in many
respects these guidelines are sensible and
important. The code recognises (rightly)
that advertisers are capable of exploiting
children’s “credulity, their lack of ex-
perience, or their sense of loyalty™, and
lays down strict parameters 1o prevent
this, It constrains advertisers to @ meticu-
lous observation of home safety factors -
“Small children should not be shown
climbing up to high shelves, . " — and the
Highway Code — *{Children) should not
be shown stepping carelessly off the pave-
meént or crossing the road without dus
care, . ." It is important for the public
to be aware of these guidelines; o that
they may sct when advertisers breach
them. Regretiably, PIE cannot endorse
the Code bevond this, It speaks gravely
of advertising “which might result in
(children’s) physical, mental, or moral
harm, , " {1t iz difficult to conceive of a
profession founded on more dubious
“moral” principles than the advertising
world). Furthermaore, the very first item
Lsted uwnder the heading of “SAFETY™
reads:

“No advertisemant, particularly for a col-
lecting scheme, should encourdge chil-
dren toenter strange places or to converse
with strangers in an effort 1o collect
coupons, wrappers, labels or the like.”

Evidently the A 3. A, share, in common
with the police and all too many parents,
the tacit assumption that the aversge
member of the public should be regarded
it 4 potential threat to the safety of
children. (Cne could be forgiven for
azsuming from the determined promul-
gation of this myth that children are
being slanghtered, attacked, and kidnap-
ped, in their thousands every year). More
fundamentally, the whole question of
training children to be “avid consumers",
preying on their scquisitiveness, the
ethics of “one-upmanship”™ and material
greed, are pointedly ignored,

As a post script, the pamphlet we
received bore the legend "Children should
not be seen leaning dangerously over
bridges™, above which was a prominent
photograph showing. . . children leaning
dangerously over a bridge. S0 much for
the Cade P

Adult Sexual Interest in Children

Edited by Mark Cook & Kevin Howells

Lintil recently, anybody embarking on
& search for informative works on paedo-
philia in the English language would rea-
lige that s/he had stumbled into a barren,
and sometimes grotesque, cultural desert.
The occasional mirage—a tempting title,
or a preface assuring one of the author’s
total objectivity—would all too often
dissolve into a wilderness of outright pre-
judice or humble apologetics. For in-
stance, ong self-styled expert may claim
that paedophiles really hate children
(presumably  because we aren’t overly
ketn on beating them into submission
like “nomal® adults), while another may
insist that we are ‘all narcissistic, loving
our own images as children. (Rather dif-
ficult for the male girl-lover or the fe-
male. boy-lover to swallow  that one, |
think. )

But deseris can bloom, given a little
nuriuring, and two recent books: indi-
cate that the ground is not quite as in-
fertile as it may se¢m

Both Cook and Howells" “Adulr Sex-
agl nterest in Children'” and Taylor's
“Perspeciives on Paedophilia® are com-
posed of contributions from the legal,
medical and sociological professions and
are largely intended for others working
in related fields. Inevitahly, their content
overlaps. somewhat, but the authors’
different approaches, as well az the
editors’ attempts to resch on one hand,
the academic, and on the other, the field
worker, merit séparate consideration of
the books.

“Adult Sexual Interesr in Children'
covers, as ils title implies, a broader so-
cigl spectrum than pasedophilia alone,
extending to physical and sexual child
abuse and sexual development of child-
ren. A persistent difficulty faced by many
contributors in both books lies in their
apparent need to use the value-laden
terms of the ill-defined expressions of
their predecessors when reviewing earlier
research, and this is particularly apparent
in Avery-Clark’s opening chapter, on
intrafamilial physical and sexual child
abuse. Although she recognises the prob.
lem, she finally séttles on such a sweeping
definition for sexual abuse that leads one
to question the criteria, if any, in her
choice of reports, and, equally impaortant,
o guestion her conclusions.

Mohr provides a useful and informa-
tive chapter on age structures in pasdo-
philia, and s well' worth reading, despite
his heavy prose style.

Howells" interesting essay on  the
getiology  (origin} of paedophilla s
highly  critical  of psychoanalytical
theories, but he points out that a sngle

monolithic theory is inapplicable, For
my part, | wonder whether we waouldn't
reach a deeper understanding of pacdo-
philia i we viewed it as part and parcel
af the whole spectrum of sexual beha-
viour, rather than as a unigque pheno-
menon, limited 1o a small sépment of the
population.

The sexual development of children,
based largely on observations of voung
Morwegians, s described by the child
psychologist, Thore Langfeldt, who, in a
deceptively simple and refreshing way,
argues for a dramatic change in attitude
to children's sexuality as well as to their
problems. Staving for the moment with
Junior, the Finnish psychiatrist, Virkun-
nen, and msociates have moved some
way towards recognising that children
can be the sexual partners of adults, but
still can't swallow the fact that they
aren’t victims incany real sense at all. So
they have coined the expression, “par-
ticipating victims™! Such children passi-
vely sccept i sexual approach or may
asist il—presumably because they con-
sider it trivial (which 0t often i) ar
rather interesting. Virkusanen's own attj-
fude is constrained by the classical psy-
chiatric dopma that “the law cannot be
guestioned, 0 we must perceive paedo-
phile: relationships in terms of ‘crimes’,
‘offenders’, and “victims® ™!

In what might otherwise be =d and
depressing accounts of assessment and
treatments of paedophiles, there i3 a
distingtively. hopeful theme: to isolate
the dangerous sexual offender 50 that
the mest might receive treatment in the
community.

The final chapters: examine -childf
adult sexual interactions in their wider
social context, In a speculative and sym-
pathetic study, Flummer conziders how
arguments used by sociologits to debunk
the myths about homosexuality can be
apphed to peedophilia, and D.J. West,
professor of criminology, concludes with
a highly critical account of thi present
criminal lave.

“Peripeciives on Paedophilia™ I= an
altogether more down-market book, in-
tended for social and community work-
ers, and child-care and probation offi-
cers. Its loss in academic scholarship is
amply compensited by dts relatively
cheap price

Richard Card's opening chapier on
paedophilia and the law is factoally use-
ful, though it could have been far more
critical, The second and third chapters
deal with the tricky problem of defini-
tion. Peter Righton's excellent essay on
“the Adult'* provides a valuahle contrd-

bution to the question, “What is a pae-
dophile?. As for the psychiatrist, Mor-
ris. Fraser, the kindest suggestion [ could
make i that the réader look elsawheare for
a definitive account of the child in a
pacdophile relationship, for this chapter
mirs what is otherwise a good book.
Fraser disrepards statistical methods and
dismisses results from what he calls
“spurions” surveys (we aren't told
which), preferring instead clinical “im-
pressions” of “experienced but uncom-
mitted professionals”™ of which, we ame
expected to helieve, he is one. Inevitably
the results of his guest for “hard evi-
dence™ (his words) and objectivity are
almost embarrassing in  their bias—a
sprinkling of his own questionably typical
case histories, and some even less repre-
sentative references to famous paedo-
phile authors. According 1o Fraser,
“children must conform to socieiy’s
major noms—otherwise they will be-
come fll, depressed or  delinquent™,
What an astonishing proposition! Are we
seriously being asked to believe that con-
formity is a panacea for their health and
happiness?

Graham and Chalkley, in 3 useful re-
view on the effects of paedophile atten-
tion on the child, conclude that paedo.
phile *‘assaulis” rarely damage children,
though particular children may occasion-
dlly resct ecatastrophically—largely as a
consequence of thisr own guilt or shame.

Three subfsequent chapters, discussing
asessment and treztment, appropriate
punishments, and problems of social
workeers who encounter pasdophile rela-
tionships, reflect something of the
dilemmas which have faced the respective
authiors, As part of the existing legal and
social order, they are obliged o tailor
their conclusions: to fit the syvstem, with
occasionally amusing consequences. For
instance, Maurice Yaffe, having described
a4 range of medical treatments, including
some hot from the press of Belsen Publi-
cations: Ltd., fimally recommends that
pacdophiles with litle motivation for
change be advised to go to Morocco or
Turkey!

The indirect influence of PIE in the
publication of both books will be evident
to thoss involved in the paedophile maove-
ment in the last few yvears.  To be sure,
a number o the old, timeworn cliches
about paedophilia are still present in both
hoioks, but their publication, hard on the
heels of O'Camoll’s “Paedophilia: The
Radical Case”, represents a sgnificant
forward trend in attitudes to paedophilia,
and a final acceptance by conventional
publishers that it i& no longer 3 taboo
subject,

Hunger-strike in Humbourg

Hambourg, Germany, June 14th,

Three members of the Nurnberg In-
dianerkommune have started a public
sit-in and hunger-strike in Hambourg.
This city was chosen because the General
meeting of the German Protestant Church
and Gay Liberation Week are being held
here. The Indianerkommune want to
draw attention to the repression exerted
on them and to the plight of Ulli. Ulli
was accused by a 14-year-old bay of
having had sexual relations with a 13-
year-old boy. That is not true and there
are suspicions that the boy was forced,
and put under pressure by the police as
he was a runaway from an educational
centre. During the Indianerkommune’s
existence they have been the object of
repression, surveillance and pursuits. In
the last raids the police confiscated the
address-file with 2000 names of sym-
pathisers and supporters. They threaten
parents of children living in the Kommune
by withdrawing their parental rights,
imprison children they find tnere, mostly
vouth runaways from public institutions,
schools or monstrous parents.

The Kommune grants home, affection
and other help to all children who urgent-
ly need it, that is to say almost all child-
ren. They also draw attention to the
scandal in the PTI, the Padagogische-
therapeutisch Intensivstation of the Num-
berg Youth Education Centre where child-
ren are beaten and locked in the “Zero-
Cell”, a small, empty and damp. dark
room for 48 hours or more, So the public
institutions tried everything to keep the
Kommune quiet and every method was
good enough to put Ulli in jail. In fact
there are no charges against him and the
Indianerkommune and friends in Ham-
bourg will continue to strike as long as
Ulli is not set free from his imprison-
ment on remand.

The strike started on June 14th and is
unlimited. PIE has enough trouble on its
own, but it would help Ulli greatly to
hear that friends sympathise. So please,
it you feel like, write some words to Ulli,
he's absolutely isolated. has no one to
give him a little affection or courage, on
the contrary, he's constantly humiliated
and beaten. And send, if you can, some
pennies to the Kommune to allow them
to get a lawyer. Our struggle is the same.

The Ad Hoc Committee Against the Conspiracy to Corrupt
Public Morals Trial.

Picket of the trial of four members of the Paedophile

Information Exchange (PIE), Old Bailey, 12 noon to Zpm
today (12th January) ‘

This trial is a show trial. It was instigated by the News of the

World who infiltrated PIE with the express intention of smashing

it. They published vicious 'expose' articles calling for action

to be taken to destroy PIE. They passed information to the police
which led to the investigation which laid the foundation for the
present prosecutions. When the police had concluded that investigation
they passed their findings to the DPP who did nothing about it for .
some six to nine months. It was not until the News of the World
published yet another scurrilous article on PIE that the DPP decided

to press charges against the defendents in August 1979.

This involvement of the press 1in the construction of this trial
strongly suggests that there are people who intend to use this
trial as a weapon: people who wish to ensure that not only are the
defendents tried in court but that thousands of others are tried
by the media. This is why we have no hesitation in calling this trial

-

a show trial.

The four defendents have been charged with Conspiracy to Corrupt
Public Morals. The existence of this charge flies in the face

of the principles of civil liberties and democratic rights. It

is a common law charge which means that it was created by the courts
and has never been sanctioned by Parliament. It{s scope and the
severity of sentences are wholly determined by courtroom precidence.
It refers to no specific criminal act; there is no such law as
'corrupting public morals'. The vagueist connection between those ,
charged under this law and the alleged activities of guite different
people is sufficient evidence to convict.

Until 1977 all conspiracy laws were common law charges. On the
recomendation of the Law Commission Parliament abolished all
common law conspiracy with one exception and established specific
conspiracies refering to definite crimes with maximum sentences
(This was part of the Criminal Law Act 1977)., While this still
left problems of possible conviction on weak evidence it was
certainly a step forward in relation to the mass of conspracy law

that existed previously. The one exception was the Conspiracy to
Corrupt Public Morals.

Apart from the defendents themselves, who are the likely victims
of this show trial?.Most obviously paedophiles against whom there
is likely to be an unprecedented witchunt. But the net is cast
wider than that. Lesbian and gay adults are severely threatened,
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especially those who come into contact with children; i.e. parents,
teachers, social workers, school caretakers etc. Already we have
seen the sacking of gay people whose supposed unsuitability for
working with children has been upheld by Industrial Tribunals.
Already we have seen Clywd County Council adopt a policy of not
employing homosexuals. We fear that the trial could be used to
generalise these oppresive practices. We also fear that the climate
created by such a trial can only act as an incitement to the
police to increase harrassment of homosexuals.

In a period of massive unemployment and public expenditure cut-
backs the Tory Government is facing mounting opposition from the
millions of women who are being asked once more to be full time
mothers and to rally to bolster up family life. If this trial

is used to place the spectre of vulnerable children in front of the
public eye it would constitute a perfect weapon for the government
to undermine such opposition. Thus women are attacked by this
trial.

Perhaps most important of all is the way this trial might be used to i
attack young people. Youth who are trying to determine thier own
sexuality have always been severely harrassed. They will be in the
front line for further attack. But the trial can be used in other
ways against young people. The goVErnment 18 presently involved
in tightening leglislation against 'juvenille crime' The trial
affords an opportunity for the law and order lobby to raise the

cry of 'more dlsclpllne, less independence, its for their own

good and protection'.

The popular press already ect as 'guardians' of youth and create
concern among women in particular about the growing independence
of 'their kids'. The trial can be used to step up this process
under the guise of 'care and protection of youth'.

For these reasons we demand:

That the Show Trial be STOPFPED.

That the Charges Against the PIE Four be DROPFPED:

That the Conspiracy Laws be SCRAPPED!

That Paedophiles should have the RIGHT TO MEET AND HAVE ORGANISATIONS: ‘

That State Harrassment of Young People should CEASE:

This is why we are picketting.

The Campaign Against Public Morals [CA?M] exist to defend the four FPIE defendants 1

and alert people to the dangers surroundipg: that trial. The basic demands of
CAPM are as follows:

* STOP THE SHOWTRIAL OF THE PIE FOUR

* DROP THE CHARGES AGAINST THE PIE FOUR
FOR THE RIGHT OF PAEDOPHILES TO ORGANISE

* NO STATF HARRASSMENT OF YOUNG PEOPLE

* FOR THE ABOLITION OF CONSPIRACY LAWS

Thie briefing endevours to keep the Left and Sexual Political press up to date on
the significant events which have taken place in the trial so far and to correct
any distortions which have appeared in the press.

The trial began on 19th January after two postponments. The prosecution have
finished presenting their evidence, most of which revolved around PIE's contact

ad sheeft the uses to which it had been put to by some of its recipients and contribut
and correspondence between some of those contributors and the defendants.

A =substantial amount of evidence which the DFP had presented at the Committal
Proceedings in February 1980 was omitted. Furthermore the prosecution had indicated
at those proceedings that there were to be many more witnesses than the number who
have appeared at the 0ld Bailey this week. They seem to have dropped nine witnesses.
Indeed one of the witnesses they presented at the committal did not appear at the
Bailey. The Judge has already commented at the end of the prosecution's case on

the paucity of the prosecutions evidence.

Perhaps the most significant events that have taken place so far in the trial have
been the dicussions concerning the nature of the indictment and the scope of the
charge.

Judge Leonard, presiding over the case, has stated, that, under his reading of the 19
as it presently stands, the proprietor of a gay bar who openly advertises it as such
or even 'who does nothing about' homosexuals meeting there "possibly for sexual
purposes" ., could be acting unlawfully, and two co-proprietors of a gay pub in such
a situation could be indicted on a Conspiracy to Corrupt Public Morals Charge.

In this, he is expressing agreement with the judgement of Lord Tucker in DPFv Shaw,
1961, who said:

"Euppose Parliament tommorrow enacts that homosexual practices between adult
constnting males is no longefrto be criminal, is it to be said that a conspiracy
to further and encourage such practices amongst adult males could not be the
subject of a criminal charge f£it to be left to a jury? Similarly with regard to
a conspiracy to encourage and promote lesbianism today, or incestuous sexual
intercourse in the year 18077"
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But Judge Leonard 1is poamsibly also seeking to extend the scope of the charge
by allowing the 'knowing provision of opportunity' for 'immoral behaviour' to
teke the place of 'intent to bring about' such behaviour, in impljing conspiracy.

A further extentions of the scope of conspiracy laws is implied in the wording

of the indictment agai nst the PIE defendants itself, a wording defended by

Judge Leonard egainst criticism from the defence. The terms in which the indict-

-ments are couched extend the legal concept of 'conspiracy' by allowing a much

looser .connection between the 'conspirators' and the actions or¢events which

ere supposed to have resulted, or have been intended to result, from the ' L

'conspiracy', than has previously been allowed in Conspiracy to Corrupt Public

Morals cases -— not forgetting that this charge is already more loosely defined J
. in lew than other 'conspiracies'. '

Mr Archer,:for the defence, cited the IT,0Z and Shaw (Ladies' Directory) cases,
in all of which the intent that immoral sexual acts should take place had been

in the forefront of the matter. In the present case this was not even alleged,
and the wording of the indictment did not allow for acquittal in the case of
nonrsexual paedophile activities being involved. The mere provision of opporunity
he said, was not enough on which to base a conspiracy charge. The judge,
rejecting his submission, replied that in the cases Archer had cited, what was

at issue was the establishing of direct contact through advertisments between
prostiutes and their clients, or between homosexuals and other homosexuals,

Here, however, the corruption arose from the whole apparatus by which paedophiles
were put in contact with each.other, leading to the passing of information about
contacting children for possible'paedophile purposes'. Thus, he maintained, the
wording of the indictment was admissible, and further justified his position by
declaring that: "We have a greater interest in the morals of young children".

The judge directed that the original indictment be split into two. The defendants
now accused of conspiring to publish PIE's contact page

1) With intent that advertisers-bBhould thereby induce readers to provide
the advertlisers with opportunities to commit unlawful sexual offences with
children.

and

2) With intent that advertisers should thereby induce readers to publish

obscene articles to them, and to send such articles through the post.

He explained to the jury that he took this decision because of the "manifest
difference in gravity" between the two allegations and directed them to acquit
one of the defendants, Trevor Wade, on the first charge, because of the lack
of evidence against him.

The press have been relatively quite about the trial so far. There have, never
the less,been some distorting-reports and headlines.
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Predictably the News of the Word were the worst culprits. In an
article which gloated about how they instigated the investigation
of PIE (26th January) they descrihed PIE as " an organisation
promoting sexual love with children". This is wholl inacenrate

1f it is meant to be a description of PIE's ostensive aims. There
is a world of difference between being an organisation most of
whose members are paedophile and which aims to bring Paedophiles
together, and ‘promoting sexual love with children'. Furthermore
there is nothing in PIE's public practice which supports such a
description. It is true that the prosecution alleges that the
defendants had that aim. If this is what the News of the World
means then they should say so. '

The other :distortions were contained in headlines., PIE was described
as a "Child Sex Group" (Daily Mail 21st January) and Magpie (PIE's
journal) as a "Child Sex Mag" (Daily Star 21st January). Most dis-
—turbing, because they should kmow better, the Morning Star's
headline (21st January) called the trial a "Child Sex Case".

None of the defendants stand accused of having sex iwth children.

readers to provide the advertisers with opportunities to commit unlawful
sexual offences with children, with ihtent to debauch and corrupt the
morals of children and adults alike.

2) Conspiring with Keith Hose and others to publish a contact sheet with the
the intent that advertisers should thereby induce readers to publish
obscene articles to them, and send such articles through the pose,
contrary to the Post Offices_Act, with intent to debauch and corrupt
the morals .of children and adults alike.

In the first week of the trial, which started on the 19th January, the defendant
Trevor Wade was acquitted on the first count because of lack of evidence on the
direction of the Judge.

At the end of the trial the jury retired for nearly nine hours after the judge's
summing up.

= They decided to acquitt Trevor Wade on the second count, which means that
he has been acquitted completely.

. The defendants John Parratt and Michael Dagnall were acquitted on the first
count but no decisions were made on the second count despite the fact that
the judge allowed that the Jury should make a majority verdict. The jury
were unable to arrive at such a verdict.

Information Exchange (PIE) were arrested and
charged with the common law offence of conspiracy
to corrupt public morals. The 0ld Bailey trial
is expected to take place in the latter half of
1980.

What is PIE?

The Paedophile Information Exchange is a research
and campaigning group which aims for changes in
social attitudes and the criminal law, especially
in relation to the age of consent.

The charaﬁs

The charges are based on contact advertisements

by which PIE members, many of whom are desperately
isolated, have sought to befriend each other.
Although it has consistently warned its members of
the dangers involved in breaking the law, PIE is
being held responsible for any unlawful acts which
the people thus put in contact with each other
might possibly have committed.

PIE is not being charged with a substantive

of fence. PIE is being prosecuted for the things
it says. The case follows an attempt to have
PIE officially proscribed, as well as press
attacks (particularly by the News of the World)
on PIE's right to exist.

This prosecution is an attack on PIE's right fo
freedom of speech and freedom of association.

Because it is completely arbitrary who is charged,
congpiracy charges have often been used against
activists such as the Shrewsbury pickeis and anti-
apartheid campaigner Peter Hain. But with the
charge of conspiracy to corrupt public morals, the
purpoze need not even be unlawful. A conviction
carrying a maximum theoretical sentence of life
imprisonment may be obtained for conspiracy to do
something which is not in itself a crime.

Is it any wonder that the abolition of this
disreputable common law charge has been recommended
by the Law Commission?

The name of the group is Paedophile Information Exchange, commonly known as "PIE".

Aims of the agroup

to clear away, where possible, the myths connected with paedophilia by various means,
including the making public of scientific, sociological and similar information.

As you see we were started in Scotland, but are an organisation
for the whole of the U.K. ( although approximately 10% of our members

are from non-U.K. countries). We have -just celebrated our second

birthday.

We now have over 200 members, although about three times that
number of paedophiles have written to us for various reasons. Some
write to find out more about us, some because they are in {rouble
with the law, and a proportion write because they are guilty or
ashamed of their paedophilia. Many have never before knowingly

communicated with another paedophile.

An important function of PIE is to provide a means for paedophiles
to communicate with each other in groups and via a regular list of

personal ads. We have until recently published a newsletter which

has now been replaced by a magazine called Understanding Paedophilia.

which will let you know what we were doing over this period.

PUNISHMENT

Whether you support or oppose its use,
“corporal punishment' is not a laughing mat-
ter for kids—it is only a matter for levity among
adults. Perhaps the term itself is a misnomer.
What, after all, are we really talking about?—
a reasonable sanction which adults need if they
are to maintain an orderly home or classroom?
an institutionalised sadism? a physical assault
upon the defenceless and weak by the power-
ful and strong? Should we not accept that a
parent’s slap 15 often an unavoidable “‘safety
valve" reflex?

First triumph for
new conspirators

Conspiracy Agamst Public Morals, a
broadly-based action group, has been
formed to support PIE in its legal battle

and already the Conspiracy has scored
its first success, by secur ing CHE’s
affiliation to the campaign, at its annial
conference in Brighton.

The Conspiracy, which aims to draw
attention 1o the civil rights aspects of
PIE"s case; and the unfaimess of the kaw
on ‘public morals’, is seeking suppart not
only From gay organisations, but also
from civil liberties and progressive Jegal
groups, 3 wide range of séxual reformers,
and those opposed 1o moral censorship.

ROGER DODGES OLD BAILEY
CHARGE

Police who used improper questionning (o
get a 10-year-old bov to say he had been
buggared by a pacdophile, came unstuck
at a recent Old Bailey trial,

Roger Moody, an secasional contri-
buter to MAGPIE {See Feedback page),
who makes no secret of being a paedo-
phile, was acquitted of buggery on the
direction of the judge. The jury also
brought in a unanimous verdict of mot
guilty, after just 15 minutes, to a charge
of indecent assault on the same bay.

The dramatic collapse of the prosecu-
tion case came about when the boy gave
evidence. It emerged that he had been
questioned by the police 18 months after
the “of |';_::||;;{'“, without a parent o Su;.ﬂ'-\.l-
ian heing present, as regquired by the
rules for questioning youngsters of that
age. He had no complaint to make about
Roger, he said, At the time when he gave
a statement 1o the police, he had merely
aceepted the allegation as a possibility,
wheén it was put to him as such.

How could buggery be just a “possibi-
lity™? Well, Roger and he were on holiday
together at the time, slecping on adjacent
miatresses, He thought something had
touched him. It might have been a hand
It might have been accidental, At the
time, he hud only just béen waking up.

The case represents an astounding
triumph in that Roger freely admitted 1o
the court that he was a paedophile and
that he had affection for the boy in
gueshion.

The Conspiracy & Brighton triumph
owed much 1o a speech by barrister
Adrian Fulford, which Gay News
declared to be the best made at the
conference. The motion that followed ir,
calling for CHE's affiliation 1o CAPM,
wis passed unopposed

Al the same conference, a molion in
support of ending the age-of-consent laws
also found widespread support. Na
official vote was taken — it was decided
Lo leave the dssue in the hands of the
executive — but an informal show of
hands indicated a 2 to 1| majority in
favour of abolition,

In a brief ]'n_':':|zlE?! at Bow St
migistrates court on September 4, the
live vonspiracy defendants were
remanded on bail until November 22, [1is
expected that the November hearing will
also be brief, and that the full committil
proceedings are unlikely to get under way
before December, or even January. The
Old Bailey trial could be in the second
hall of 1980,

PIE no longer alone as malor

report says abolish age of consent

Al last, a Governmeni-sponsored body
lvas had the courage and good sense to
call for the abolition of the age of
consant (Tor girls having intercourse with
miles), at one fell swoop making a
nonsénse of the leper status PIE has
incurred for saying exactly the same
thing,

A joint working party of the National
Council for Ome Parent Families and the
Community Development Trust (partly
financed by the Department of Education
and Science) declded in its report,
Pregnant ar Schoal, that the law is out of
touch with reality, that it is ‘a clumsy
instrument by which to try to enforce
maorality”, and that in cases of alleged
sexual assault, the issues could be
determined, irrespective of age, by
whether the individual girl concerned
appearcd to be capable of giving real
consent,

Although deeply radical in its
implications, the report, s might be
expected, was not almed at encouraging
earlier sexual activity among children,
and still less at encouraging child-zduli
relations. [t was addressed solely to the

practical problem of juvenile pregnancy,
and concluded that the law tended to
deter voung couples from seeking con-
traception advice, and could mean a
pregnant girl might delay admitting her
pregnancy and seeking ante-natal care.

Thie age of consent, set at 16 by the
Criminal Law Amendment Act of 1885,
with the aim of protecting young girls
froom involversent in prostitution, was out
of touch with current behaviour, said the
report, as one in cight girls. on average,
now have sexual intercourse below the
age of consent. The law was clumsy, amd
appeared not to act a5 a detemrent to
sexual activity.

The sixty four thousand dollar
question for any proposal to do away
with a specific age of consent is what do
you paut inits place? How is the ability 1o
consent to be determined? The report
relies on eriteria of physical and payeho-
logical maturity, with each case being
considered on its merits. Thus a male
would risk prosecution for having sex
with a girl — or a mentally handicapped
woman — ol any age. il the female was
found to be incapable of giving true
consgnt, On the other hand, in theory at

least, a physically well-developed (does
this mean pubertal? — the report offers
no definition) 10-year-old who plainly
knew her own mind eonfd consent,

Cases of alleged sexual assault, the
report suggests, could be tried under
existing laws “relating to criminal assault,
sexual offences and the welfare of voung
people,” In fact, although the report does
naot sav so, some of these laws themselves
presume that children under specified
2gEs cannol consent, even to minor seaual
activities, and would need to be amended
in order for the report’s recommenda-
tions 10 be workahle,

Other major recommendations of the
report are that there should be better and
earlier sex education in schools, more
financial aid for schioolgirl mothers and
improvement of services to help pregnant
schoolgirls to comtinue their education,

The report follows a Home Office
warking group paper which
recommenied keeping the heterosexual
age of consent at 16, but reducing the
homosexual age of consent between
males 1o 18,

It has been over two vears since a renais-
sance somewhat conducive to the boy-
lover was forced into subjection by various
anti-sex elemenis both in America and
England. The consequences often hive
been tragic, and clues to indicate a reversal
af the trend have been eagerly sought.
Uinfortunately, the events of late are as
alarming as ever regarding what we may
expect the future to hold for us, Worst of
gl over here in America are the repercuss.
bons we must all endure 35 a result of the
murders of over thirty males, allegedly
committed by an [Hionis man named
Gacy. While it may be that hiz dealings
were with youths and young men, and in
any case of a life-threatening natire, the
general public ks belng geared to associate
the genuine boy-lover with this kind of
man. An article in the Matiomad Erqguirer,
America’s most popular and influential
weekly tabloid, goes so far as to make this
claim: violence Is inherens in homosexual-
ity. And it cites various ‘authorities’ to
back this accusation, the average reader of
the publication not realising how con-
servative and uninformed these educators,
church-group leaders and even psychint-
rists are when it comes to rhis subject, (It
should be noted that the NE deliberately
solicits and/or accepts commentary only
if and when it fits its bissed editorial stand
against homosexuality ). Similizely, the
only fiction work relating to the theme
and currently popular among the general
public is Ross Berliner's Manhood Cere-
Y the story revaolves around a 12-
year old and what happens to him when
he goes along with a dangerous stranger.

The book does raise some important
questions, but unfortunately all too many
people who read it will make the mistake
of not recognising sich a man as portrayed
within its pages as being a rare éxception
1o what is common. Therefore, again,
what parent would want his son being
unider the influence of a gay or BL?

If this were not enough, consideration
is even being given in the state of Maine
1o require convicted male “child molesters”
o submiil (o an operation that would
result in their no longer being able (o
achieve an erection or an orgasm. The law
would be designed to make a man think
twice before becoming intimate with a
youngster under fourteen;, and make it
impossible for him to once he has been
convicted, OF course, the proposal fails
to take into account the fact that many
men usé only their hands or their mooths
in their sexual encounters with young
boys or girls, and are after something
atherfor more than a personally-achieved
orgasm, and that therefore such a man
might paradoxically find his desires for
intimacy with youngsters whose company
he longs for actuslly inereased as the result
of o want to experience through someone
else what he himself no longer can achicve.
In amy case, any min having such an opera-
tion forced on him will likely experience a
tremendous mental depression, and for
some, for the first time in their lives, a
genuine hostility towards society for
what it has-done to them might actually
result in violence expressed toward an
innocent party. In other words, such a
faw would likely have an opposite effect
from what is intended.

Regardless, as long as the BL s pictured
in the miss media 25 a depraved, potent-
ially murderous individual, worthy only
of GCCUpYIng the lowest cast in SOCely,
it is hardly a wonder that there isn"t an
oceasional man, who, finding himselr
attracted to young bovs, and not knowing
of a positive life-blueprint to follow in
regard to his-longings for them does con-
clude that the only way he can express
his desires i3 by behaving in just such a
manner — = he's simply doing what is
expecied of him as expressed in the
popular media.

1 am cautiously encouraged by the
recent formation of a group which calls
itself Man/Boy Lovers of North America,
for it 2 badly needed and hopefully will be
able 1o counterzct the above situation. To
do this, however, its members will have
to be rather courapeous and this will
resultl in an exposure of themselves and
their ideas 1o the homaphobic
conservative Narional Engeuirer and other
groups and publications of a similar
stance, who might in turn do as has been
done in England 1o the PIE organisation.
This would make the situation even worse
than it presently is. Therefore, we must
pray Lhat they will proceed with con-
siderable caution and tact, and have their
case well established in fact, The future
of paedophilia and those involved may
well depend on this.

THROUGH PIE ¢V4S

P roduged by Claude Antoing, directed by
Ciro Duran. 19778

When the theme of a film s the plight of
homeless children in the streéts of a
farge city, it cannot Fail to have emotion-
al impact, And the documentary,
“Camines™ (Urchins, 1977/8}, shown at
the National Film Theatre on 9 April,
was fo exception.

The city is Bogota, capital of Colom-
bia, whose population exploded from a
comfortable three hundred and fifty
thousand in 1953 to more than four
million today. This massive increase in
numbers is the consequence of the civil
wiars of 19947/548, when hundreds of
thousands of peasants, Mesing the kil-
lings in the surrounding countryside;
sought refuge in the city, and established
sprawling shanty towns on its outskins.
With parents barely ahble fo support
themselves, the children have taken to
the streets in hordes, grouping together
in gangs for mutual protection, and sur-
viving in an indifferant, and often
hostile, adult world,

The film opens at dawn in the already
nolsy street of a shopping centre. A
policeman approaches a large heap ol
paper in the doorway of an expensive
store, prods it with his foor, gently at
first, and then insistently. The bundle
stirs, and the grubby, sleepy little brown
face of a boy ol 10 or |1 appears from
bemeath it. This iz “Pinocchio™, leader
of four 8 to | 1-vear olds, who live by
begging, and occastonally by stealing,
from city shoppers. Without a doubt,
Pinacchio is the most engaging of the
many youngsters in the film. Although
he often suffers from hunger and cold
at might, his spirit is far from broken.
His gang have their problems, particular-
Iy in their almost frantic early morning
gzarch for food and money, but ance
their tummies are temporarity satisfied,
life becomes an exciting game, (o be
played io the full, accerding to rules of
their own making.

In one scene Pinocchio steals a small
Blue and white toy train, more suitable
for a toddler than a boisterous 1 O-vear-
old, Rather than draw it placidly behind
him on the pavement, he decides to
jump on to the backs of moving cars,
trundling the Jittle engine behind him,
deaf 1o the threats of the drivers and the

angry shoeks of their horns. The sheer
incongruity of a fragile little toy train

)

chuifing cheekily between monstrous
ranks of cars was unconscious “kid  hu-
mour™ al is best,

Eventually tiring of this game, Pinoc-
chio adds a further element of danger,
With his bare toes inches from the pas-
sing vehicles, he throws his train in
front of the moving wheels, and draws it

back, just in time, by its string. Inevitably,

of course, the toy is crughed under a
lorry, and he quickly discards it in fa-
vour of some new interest,

“Bed Bug Luis”, one of three brothers
in the little gang of four, is an altogether

different character. A very ragged chubby-

cheeked little boy of 8, he relates in a
monotone how his drunken mother con-
tinually thrashed him and his two broth-
ers for thisving, until they eventually
lef't home. His feae of adult violence is
evident in a scene when the foursome has
“bunked in™ to a wreestling match; while
Pinocchio excitedly screams for blood,
Luis watches uncertainly, occasionally
seeking a comforting glance from his
older brothers.

The likely future of this little gang
is vividly depicted in the lives of alder
groups of street children as the film pro-
gresses. As Pinocchio and his companions
grow older, their “cuteness” in adulis’
eyes will disappear. They will find beg
ging increasingly difficult, and take to »

The director Ciro Duran, has sensibly
avoilded poral condemnation of any single
power group within the Colombian
higrarchy, seeing the prablem instead as
reflecting basic contradictions which exist
in many Latin American communities.
Oceasionally his anger, the more power-
ful for being muted, surfaces against the
cynicism of American big business, the
sali-interest of the Colombian regime; and
the hypocrisy of sections of the Roman
Catholic Church. Yet, had this been all,
“Gamines” would just have been a good,
but ordinary documentary. It is Duran’s
wensitivity for the urchins® individoal
natures, and his recogmition that, against
overwhelming odds, they have created

mare cohesive units than the families they

have abandoned, which places the film in
a ¢lass of its own, His children are real
people, living on the streets of Bogoia

CHEMICAL CASTRATION
MAKES A COMEBACK

A "treatment™ for pasdophiles which the
Home Office apparently thinks is too
dangerous to continue using in priscns
has now been all but forced on a
pacdophile by an Old Bailey judge.

A 53-vear-old caretaker, whao had a
relationship with a boy of 13, was told
that he could either ngree to **chemical
castration™; or else face a stiff prison
sentencs.

The trestment, which reduces sexual
drive, fnvalves implanting female
hormone under the skin, causing breasts to
grow — which are then surgically cut off.
Thiz form of “casiration” wasin usein
British prisons until recently, but dis-
continued after reports which included
reference to side effects such as breast
cancer and thrombosis {as 1If sprouting
tits were not unacceptable in itself?).

Meanwhile, in Holland, The Dutch
Bovermment has banned castration, sterilis-
ation and brain operations in psychiatric
hospitals.

The prohibitions follow a report which
revealed 381 non-voluntary castrations
had been conducted before 1968, and ar
least three since then.

| am a homosexual, | have been described
by o pavchologist as Yvery passive”” with
slight masochistic tendencies, and incapable
of physical or sexual harm to any person.
Although | am not effeminate, it is right
tor say that I would have been happier had
[ been born a woman.

By profession | was first a teacher, then
a howsemaster-tutor; starting in an
approved school and ending my scholastic
career in a well-known south east England
public school. A headship was never poss-
ible for me, so | returned to college and
qualified in social work, attaining finally
an executive position with a local council’s
Social Services Department.

A boy called Phil

Through my work | met Phil, a nine-year

old boy who came from 4 broken home
his father had deserted the family leaving
Phil with two older brothers, one younger
brother, and an even vounger sister. Being
in the middle, he was bullied by his older
brothers, and was at the sgme time given
the responsibility of looking after his
vounger brother and sister. He was the
buffer in between.

Phil filled the vacant place in my life —
that of a son. We were drawn toeach other,
and it was impossible then to appreciate
how 1 could have enjoved life previously
I without him o he without me, From
Friday after school until Monday morning
Phil lived with me. Yery often during the
week he would either come to my home or
phone me,-and we were never bored Lo
listen to each other. Psychologically he
was very damaged, and although his
mother loved him dearly, as indeed she
lowe all her children, the father comfort
wiis misting, and with it the security of
& happy home life, In Phil this displayed
itsel in his being an habitual enuretic. He
wianted and needed much attention, was
anly happy when he coald sit on my knee
toften falling asleep there) watching TV,
with his head resting against my chest. He
wis afraid to sleep in his own room s my
home, but felt serencly happy sleeping
in iy bed.

Sex not dirty

Sex was not a dirty word between us,
nor was it an essential part of our relation.
ship, when it did take place it was simply
as the crowming of a perfeci day.

As well as the bedwetting, Phil's dis-
turbance would take the form of inexplic-
able crying tantrums, It distressed me
greatly tosee him cry without even he
knowing the reason. If 1 tried net 10 take
any notice, he would leave the house and
run up the road 4 few yards; looking back
to see if | was following him, and when 1
did e would rin a few more yards and
wait for me to follow him again,
Eventually he would always allow me to
cateh himiand bring him back sitting, i<
a baby would, in my arms.

I was frequently invited to gay parties,
and on the rare occasions [accepted, 1
wonld always give him the phone number
where [ could be reached, with a promise
to phone him hourly { and woe betide me
if 1'was a minufe late!) Yet Phil was not
spoiled by me, he received a weekly
pocket mongy of 12%p. [ became respon-
sible for clothing him and looking after
his needs; he used to come on holiday
with me, which we always spent abrowd,

Phil had his own key so that he could
enter my our home at any tme, and aften
would bring his friends. Regrettably, one
of thess was a thirteen-year old boy who
was even then definitely gay, and soon
realised that [ was 1oo, Phil persuaded me
to allow this boy to spend weekends with
us, and the inevitable took place, much
against my own will — he was a persistant,
ageressive boy, wily beyond his years. |
had to reil this boy that 1 could not allow
him to stay the night in my home again
because of his repeated sexual demands.
Unbeknown ta me, he became very jealous
of Phil and eventually informed his
parents, which resulted in the police being
called.

Poor Phil. Av eleven years of age,
almost completely cured of his bedwetting
and crying tempers, having at last found
xhome, no — two homes; where he was
toved and cared for, he was now at the
centre of a police investigation. He was
old enough to realise the gravity of my
position and desperately wanted to help
me, The final agony came For him when
he needed 1o go to the toilet and they
would not let him until he had made and
gigned a statement of the love and affec-
tion we had for each other, and not until
he had wetted himself twice did they
break down his resistance.

| was semtenced to four-vears im-
prisonment. Life was grim, and when |
finally decided I had liad enough [ made
out my will and awaited the rght moment
to comnit suicide. Then I received a very
long letter from Phil, assuring me that he
still loved me and longed for the day of
my release, That eleven-vear old kid wrote
almost weekly, sometimes long, sometimes
short letters for almost three years, And
as if this were not enough, every saturday
he faithfully visited my aunt, over saventy
years of age, and stayed with her for an
hour 1o two, Where other kids would have
found more important things to do, where
the memory may falter, Phil had o ten
mile journey to make to visit an old
WiMTIEan,

When finally | was refeased Phil was
almaost fourteen yvears of age, tall and
strong and very handsome, but not too
old to put hisarms around me and kizs
me as he did when he was yvounger. Our
sexual life was now a thing of the past,
his interest was turming o girls, but our
real relationship — Father and son
continued and is still very much alive today.,
It was difficult for me to repay Phil for
saving my life and for the services he did
to my Aunt, ne tangible gift would ever
be sufficient; but I tried to show my
appreciateion to him in summer and
Christmas.

In January 1978 I moved into my new
flat and we had a housewarming party,
Phil inviting all his friends — bovs and
girls, Although some of the boys knew
that | had been in prison, they neither
knew nor asked the reason why. None of
them knew that I was gay, since Phil and
I wanted it that way. It was a marvellous
party, as the photos taken ai the time
testified, I was now working in a
completely different field, at the foot of
the ladder once again, 1 did not mind; life
wis good to me. [ had work, a lovely
large home, but most of all good friends
and my *“son”. For the last three years
I have lived without sexual contact and
survived — sex, after all, is not everything.

I heard of PIE whilst in prison through
“Friend ™, a gay organisation. Although
[ do not agree with some of PIE™
principles, I felt I could do some good in
helping and advising those in similar

difficulties and therefore formed a local
group by careful sefection. | also met the
EC members, and accepted their invitation
to attend the AGM.

The following Saturday 1 was raided,
and so, | understand, were a number of
other members. My Mat was “vaccum
cleaned™ by the porn squad and [ was
“helping the police with their enguiries™
from Saturday moming until Monday
lunchtime, No amount of assuring would
convinee them that I had “turned over a
new leal™: that home, work, and the com-
pany of good friends méant more (o me
than sexual satisfaction. Not only did they
refuse 1o believe me, they had no wish to
believe anything that contradicted their
expectations, irrespective of the truth,
Truth, honesty and the eadeavour to lead
a different life, however difficult this
may be, are foreign concepts to the police
force.

Omce apaln Phil, now 15, was inter-
viewed and, like I, had great difficulty in
canvinging the police of the truth, They
produced the photos that were taken at
our party and wanted to know the names
and addresses of the boys only: they were
not interested in the girls of course,

Phil refused, and they threatened to wait
putside hiz schoal and catch as many bovs
who were on the photos gs they could —
which iz precizely what they did. And the
result of these investigations? Not one af
the boys interviewed had any complaints
to make against me, I, of course, last my
job, as my employer was also contacted.
This, together with an article by the
Pharisaic parasites of the News of the
World, have made it difficult for me 1o
find another job, But it is not really my
suffering that pains me so much, it is the
harm that the police have done towards
Phil that is really my main concern.

When Phil returned to school alter
the summer holidays he was boveotted by
all his friends. Although he was well able
{0 defend himself, and was a boy
previously popilar with teachers and
pupils alike, he now stood alone. Called
a cueer, he was denied his rightful place
in the school team, friends would no
longer st at the same desk or dining
table with him He walked home alone,
and where once hie had most of his friends
calling, now he-sits alone and watches TV.
He would set off for school in the morning
miuch against his will and come home at
lunchtime, crying, until eventually he
refused to0 go to school at all, and who
could not sympathise with him?

MEN WITH A CRECHE ON KIDS

“PLEASE CAN 1 STOP BEING A TREE
SO0NT"is a hooklet produced after a
woimnen’s liberation meeting held in 1977,
for which a créche was organised and run
{appropriately enough) by men (40p -

guide to organising a creche, but con-
tains some rather imeresting comments
from the men concerned, such as Chris,

“adopted™ two or three kids and seemed
to take responsibility for them.™ Another
of the men, Steve, found similar senti-
ments — My main feeling about the
creche is how important it is 1o have kids
staying the night so that one really pets
1o know and be involved with them. If
they go back to their parents in the evening
(worse still if their stay iz only for one
aftermoon) they never really commit them-
selves to being involved with vou in the
creche and still want their parents at the
slightest difficulties.”” My sentiments
exactly.

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TO RESPECT A CHILD

In & very sensible article in Magpie 13 2
woman member asks PIE io work
‘powards a state where children can give
free and informed consent Lo sexual
relations; and where they will be taken
seriously and respected if they say no.’

Pierre Fontaine, in an article in
Areadie, quotes a grand father: *I belong
to the immense majority of those who
feel that paedophilia is a sexual deviation
that should strongly be condemned,’
Fontaine goes on (o comment: “In so
far as this opinion concerns the respect
due to the child's sexusl liberty, there is
0 reason to criticize it,’

Last October Duich television devoted
a full hour of a very popular programme
to a sympathetic and positive discussion
of paedophilia, and the following day
reviews across the whole spectrum of the
press, from communist to Roman
Catholic, were favourable. In the last half
af the programme there were questions
from viewers, Just before the end the
discussion leader said 1o me, ‘Une last
question from a man whi finds this all
hard to accept, We often talk about the
rights of men. Shouldn't we akso talk
about the rights of children? And then
he means, *Keep out of the children's
lives and their world.”

I replied, ‘I see the rights of the child
differently. [ would say, let the child
himsell decide what he wants. I think
that it i'a human right to determing with
whom, where, and how a sexual act will
take place or not take place. It is the right
of the child to be respected. Not only in
the sense of ‘keep out® but akso in the
sensa of 1 bove it when you touch me""”

Doesn’t it typify the immature

the respect for a child 1o his right 1o say
‘no” to sex while denving him the fght to
say ‘yes'? We know that for many adoles-
cent boys it is nearly impossible to have
sax with the girl or boy they adore and
venerate, To them the sex act is somehow
debazing the partner, They can enjoy sex
with lower class girls and whores and
vulgar boys. The *nice’ girl, the *nice” boy
isto be respected: that is, mot to be
touched, Psychiatrists tell us that a great
many males, even after reaching the social
status of adulthood, are never able to
overcome this immature concepl of
sexunlity (the product of a sex-negative
culture); they are only potent with
prostitutes, not with their wives whom
they respect and adore.

That sex can be something beautiful,
a mutual gift between two human beings,
freely given (o each other in joy and in
profound respect, so that a person, even a
very young person, may want it, need it,
these are thoughts which simply never
cross some immature and distoried
minds.

A French youth leader once told me
of hiz adventures with a group of boys,
One of them was a rather difficult child,
reserved, tacitum, very puarded againsi
attempis to get close to him, The man did
everything he could to gain the boy's
confidence, realizing that he had a grean
need of someone he could trust and with
whom he could discuss hiz problems. For
a while all his efforts seemed 1o have been
in vain, But then one day when the man
wis in his room taking his siesta the boy
came in, stark naked and with his erect
member in his hand, and said with a
laugh, ‘He wants to wish you a pleasant

founded; he gaped at the boy and didnt
know what to do. Then he thought of the
possibility of scandal, the destruction of
his work, and he pamicked. He told the
boy to go away and put on his trousers.
The boy obeved, but was deeply humili-
ated, and after that he was more
inacoessible than ever.,

“¥ou had gdined his confidence and
his fove,” | said: "He couldn’t say that in
words, but he came 1o tell you with the
language of his body. But then vou
rejected him, You didn't regpect him,

*Yes." said my visitor, ‘that is true and
I traumatized him, In my stupidity |
spoiled the only chance I had to help him
out of his isolation and loneliness. The
opportunity, of course, never presented
itself again.’

Mevertheless this man acted according
to the law, which tells us 1o respect
children when they say ‘no’ {as every truc
paedophile would do anyhow), but not 1o
respect them when they say ves'. And
this reminds nre of the bitter words of the
Austrian psychologist, Dr. Emest
Bornemann, who said that research into
the evolution of child-adult rélations led
students of history to the unanimous
conclusion that the most happy children
were those who suffered the least from
adult concern and protection, “The so-
called youth protection doesn't protect
the child but dominates him and is
prejudicial to his development, The more
that people treat children as children, and
the more people try to protect them
against adults, the more their lives are
rendered difficult, the more unhappy
they become and the more oppressive
becomes their loneliness,”

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SPANKING ABOLISHED IN SWEDEN

Swiedizh parents may reason or plead,
they may cajole or lecture their children,
but they will not be able to spank them
fronm now o,

‘It is a natural historical development,
We have already outlawed striking of
wives and servants. We have outlawed
corporal punishment of children in
schools. Opinion polls show it is time 1o
make it illegal to hit children at home,
too,” said Mr Gunnel Linde, active in
Barnsraett (Children's Rights), in a
booklet setting out guidelines for
parental behaviour and published by the
Justice Department.

Enforcing the law, which provides
‘that a child may not be subjected to
physical punishment or other offensive
treatment’, will of course be impossible,
Mr Sten Lundberg, 3 spokesman for the
Justice Department, admitted,

“There is no way we could go Into
every home and check up’, he said.

Nor has any fine or punishment been
specified for erring parents. “The law is
maore a way for society to point out to
parents that it doesn’t agree with
physical punishment of children', Mr
Lundberg said.

STOP PRESS

A campaign for children’s rights has
been launched by the National Council
for Civil Liberties as its major contribu-
tion to the International Year of the
Child.

The Council wants changes in criminal
law as it affects children, the abolition of
corporal punishment, the right for pupils
and parents to see school records, and
increased rights for young people in care.

It outlines its case in a new book,

First Rights, written mainly for young
people. It explains legal rights in
education, family and care, sex, police
and juvenile courts, alcohol and other
drugs, and employment.

The NCCL General Secretary and co-
author of the book, Patricia Hewitt,

said it should help young people, parents,

teachers and advisers to understand the
law as it relates to them.

The council supports a Private
Member’s Bill to go before Parliament
this autumn giving children and their
parents the right to see school records.

The council also adds its voice to a
campaign by the National Union of
Students and the Society of Teachers
Opposed to Physical Punishment to end
corporal punishment in schools.
